All candidates will be asked to appear for 
an interview during open session at the September 15, 2025, Board of Trustees meeting. 
The Weston Board of Trustees will appoint an individual to fill the seat until the April 2026 
Spring Election, at which point the appointed trustee will have the option to run for a two-
year term.

About the Village Board 
Village Board members make policy decisions, enact laws, approve an annual budget, and 
act for the overall benefit and best interest of the Village. Regular Village Board meetings 
are held on the third Monday of each month at 6:00 p.m. and special meetings are 
scheduled as needed. Each Village Board Trustee is assigned to serve on about 1-3 
committees that each typically meet on a monthly basis, as well as the Board of Review 
which meets at least once annually. Village Board Trustees receive compensation of $7,200 
per year which is split into 12 monthly payments. 

Appointment Process 
The Village Board will conduct interviews of interested candidates on September 15, 2025, 
at the monthly Board of Trustees meeting. Interested candidates must be present at the 
September 15th meeting beginning at 6:00 p.m. The appointment procedure will be as 
follows: 
• The appointment process will be held in open session.
• Candidates will be interviewed individually by the Village Board.
• Order of interview will be determined by a random drawing of names at the meeting.
• Candidates not being interviewed will be excused from the Board meeting room, as not
to hear other candidates’ responses, following respective interview, candidates are
welcome to join the audience.
• The Village Administrator will ask the same questions to every candidate.
• The Village Board will then vote upon the appointment in open session.
• The appointed candidate will be sworn-in and seated for the remainder of the meeting.

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Chief Finke clarified that they are not doubling the number of firefighters. They 
currently have twenty-seven full-time staff, which include administrative personnel and 
firefighters. An additional nine people would add three people to each shift. The Rib 
Mountain station has no fire coverage when the two staffed people are out on an 
ambulance call. Chief Finke explained that we receive $1.5 million in revenue in 
ambulance calls, if we hired a 3rd party, we would lose that revenue and the taxpayers 
would have to come up with the difference. All the firefighters are cross trained on fire 
and EMS.

Wodalski 
said that American Asphalt and Melvin are working together with each company’s 
schedules. Zeyghami asked about signs at Camp Phillips and E Jelinek. Wodalski 
said he would follow up; it will go onto CLPS and Public Works agendas.

Ermeling asked staff to explain the difference between the two contracts for the 
residents. Gebert explained that the contract with Waste Management expires at the 
end of this year.  An RFP was issued, and Harter’s and Waste Management were the 
two bidders. Harter’s did come in as a lower bidder. There was an increase, from the 
current contract, that was seven years old. Attorney Yde did review the contract. The 
contract with Harter’s is for seven years. New containers will be delivered early 
December. The collection routes will stay the same. The collection center is in Ringle 
for spring and fall bulk item drop off.  You may buy stickers for $2.00, and items will be 
picked up at curb for refuse and recycling. Preliminary charges will be between $200-
$210 annually.  Waste Management contract was higher; the annual charge would have 
been more.

Jim Pinsonneault- 5002 Arrow St, Weston 
J. Pinsonneault thanks the audience for being at the meeting. Pinsonneault 
questioned why fire fee did not go to a referendum when he thought he was voting for 
this to happen when he was a member of Board. He feels that the fee will increase 
after the grant expires. He supports Fire and Police staff; he does not support the way 
the Board decides to spend money. He asked that the Board do what they were 
elected and appointed to do representing the 16,000 residents of Weston. 
Pinsonneault asked the audience to stand in favor of going to referendum and to let 
the record show that around thirty people stood in agreement. 
 
Jamie Weiland-7010 Janelle St, Weston 
J. Weiland questioned why we have not had a referendum on the fire fee. Weiland 
feels the fee will increase in the next four years. She feels that silence erodes trust 
and accountability. She asked the Board to restore the trust of the public and give the 
residents a voice they promised.

C. Russell stated there is lack of transparency of the Board; she was not aware of this 
shift until media shed light on the topic of the fire fee. She requests more public 
forums. She feels everyone should pay their fair share not just the residential property 
owners. She feels Weston has a spending problem and should not neglect public 
safety. She suggested different language be implemented on the fire fee resolution 
and gave an example of the wording she would like to see.

Andy Sutton- 6504 Zinser St, Weston
A. Sutton addressed the Board’s accountability of why the referendum did not 
happen. He wants something genuine done to correct this situation.

Maloney reiterated that the Finance and Human Resources Committee tabled the 
decision for one month. Chief Finke said that if the grant does get approved, we would 
have 14 days to respond. Maloney stated that the Board and Finance and Human 
Resources Committee could meet within those 14 days to discuss.  

Gebert shared that the Village is waiting for some answers to questions such as:

5. Code Enforcement Update 
Higgins pointed out her update in the packet. 

a. Update on Raze or Repair Order for Aspen Street Apartments, located at 4911, 5003, 
5007, 5011, 5103, & 5107 Aspen Street [0:08:00 Zoom Meeting Recording] 
Maguire stated we have received fire inspection reports from Fire Marshal, Marty Christiansen, and how it was 
found last week, that some of the fire alarm systems are not functioning again.  He stated we will have to get 
together with the property owner on site.  He stated we may have to go so far as to bring in the State building 
inspector, as we have that ability with these being apartment buildings.  Maguire stated how the State building 
inspector has been working with a property in Rothschild (owned by Keaton Schultz).  Maguire stated there 
has been some minor maintenance with this site, but nothing close to what we wanted to see as far as major 
repairs.  Maguire stated that due to our department being short staffed and our workload, we have not had a lot 
of time to be on site over there, so we have been relying on the Fire Marshal for a report on this.   
Lopes-Serrao questioned the status on the mold remediation there.  Maguire stated that the owner has not 
taken care of that yet. 
 
Maguire stated the next step is to meet on site with the property owner (Keaton Schultz) and provide him some 
written deadlines to complete the work. If non-compliance, the step thereafter would be proceeding with raise 
orders as far as condemning the building.  He stated he does not believe these apartments are structurally 
unsound but would want to get the State Building Inspector (Jon Mollendahl) there.   
 
Maguire explained to Clark that if we are unable to get a meeting with Schultz that we will proceed with 
citations, and after that we would get into posting the buildings unfit for human habitation and evict the 
residents. 
 
Gebert stated that we would work with MBMPD and Marathon County Health Department if we had to re-home 
all the tenants (six 8-unit apartments). 
 
Lopes-Serrao questioned if we have any legal means of preventing any more of these apartments from getting 
rented out until the issues are resolved.  Maguire did not think we could do this, unless we posted individual 
buildings or apartments as uninhabitable. 
 
Clark stated that we can’t wait on these public safety items.  Maguire stated that SAFER is generally in there 
on a monthly basis, due to lack of compliance, where normally they would only go twice per year.  Maguire 
stated he is not sure if SAFER is actively issuing citations or not.  Hunt stated that as far as SAFER issuing 
citations, it may just be in the form of invoices, but that MBMPD could issue citations on their behalf. 
 
Clark stated we need to push the issue to get the owner to make the necessary corrections, and if it requires 
citations to motivate them, then that is what we should be doing.

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Maguire stated he will be talking to the State inspector on Wednesday, along with Christiansen, and will 
discuss this case with him. 
 
Gebert stated we can copy in Officers Loveless and Zwicky and let them know that we want to move a little 
quicker in taking care of this. 
 

b. Update on 3020 Mount View Avenue’s property maintenance issues and County’s tax 
delinquent property acquisition progress. 
Maguire stated that Higgins has been in conversation with Marathon County, and how the County had 
to delay the taking of the property due to their being unable to make contact with the listed owner of 
record (who is deceased). 
 
Higgins stated the County has to work through a certain notification/posting protocol before taking the 
property.  In the meantime, the Village has been mowing the property.  She is hoping within the next 
month or so, the County will take ownership.  She stated when Maguire spoke with the executor of 
the property a while back, he was informed that the family does not want anything to do with the 
property.  There is a large medical lien on the property. 
 
Maguire would like to go into the home to verify if the home is structurally sound, or if it will have to be 
condemned and raised.  He stated that the family had repaired the roof on this home several years 
ago, so it may be okay yet.  He pointed out how there was a squatter in the house a few months ago, 
who was also doing some repairs and claiming he won the house on sheriff’s sale.  With the 
assistance of MBMPD, we were able to get that person to leave. 
 
Maguire stated that he stopped at the house one time, and the door was unlocked.  While he did not 
go inside of the house, he did poke his head in there and could tell some attempts to repairs had 
been made.  He stated the goal of the County will be to get the house sold and back on the market, or 
have it raised if it is not structurally sound.

signage on Flambeau Street and Amanda Drive [0:18:14 Zoom Meeting Recording] 
Gebert introduced Jody Apfelbeck, 5805 Flambeau Street, who was present on Zoom, as the 
requester.  Gebert summarized her RFC in the packet for further explanation of the study she 
included, which cites that the manual on the Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) does not 
recognize “Children at Play”, by either the State or Federal governments. 
 
Gebert pointed to the example policy that Isaac Dolan, Village Engineer, had found from City of Two 
Rivers, that we could entertain creating for Weston.  She also pointed out the potential to create a 
community-wide initiative, where neighborhoods can create their own initiative on signage and talking 
with other neighbors. 
 
Apfelbeck described the number of children and age ranges, all within their small neighborhood, and 
how traffic seems to move pretty quickly through their area.  Apfelbeck commented that it helped for a 
little while when the patrol vehicles were in the neighborhood watching traffic.  She feels that some 
sort of a sign, that asks drivers to please so down, would make a difference. 
 
Clark asked if there is a certain time of day where Apfelbeck notices the faster-heavier traffic.  
Apfelbeck stated during the times she is home, in early mornings and early afternoons, along with 
early weekend mornings, but it could be all the time.   
 
Clark asked about any of those little sandwich board signs.  Apfelbeck stated she does not know how 
effective those are, as they don’t seem to have the authority as municipal signs would. 
 
Ermeling stated we have received similar requests over the years, and how it has generally been 
decided that it is not recommended, because this would turn into everyone wanting a sign in their 
neighborhood.  She stated that she believes the Village did issue a sign years ago for an area where 
there was a deaf child.  She stated if drivers aren’t obeying the speed limits, they aren’t going to obey 
those signs either. 
 
Wodalski stated the only places in the Village where there may possibly be “Children at Play” signs 
would be by the parks, otherwise, he does not believe we have any.  He stated that realistically, 
people are not supposed to be playing on the road, as the roads are meant to be a means of 
transportation.  He also commented that where Flambeau Street and Amanda Street are situated, 
unless you live on those streets, there is no reason for people to drive on them.  He stated a letter 
could be sent to the neighborhood reminding them to slow down (as it is probably people within this 
neighborhood speeding).

Lopes-Serrao suggested to Apfelbeck if she notices the people who are speeding are specific people 
from her neighborhood, that she could report those people to MBMPD. 
 
Gebert stated we can do door hangers, where she can work with the Clerk’s office to design a door 
hanger that simply reads “It’s been identified that there are children in the neighborhood, and we 
would appreciate it if you would slow down.”.  She stated that neighbors could pick them up and place 
them around the neighborhood, or we could work with our officers to do a section of a road. 
 
Clark asked about one of those speed radar boards.  Hunt stated they can bring a radar board out 
there.  Gebert can send a request to Hunt for one.  Hunt feels those little turtle flag sandwich signs 
can bring attention to people. 
 
Lopes-Serrao stated we could look at some enforcement and educations options to help this 
situation. 
 
Clark stated we could put something in a newsletter about door hangers available, and offer residents 
if they want to pick some up to distribute around.  Gebert stated that she will work with the Clerk’s 
staff next week to draft something, and then she will share with Apfelbeck as well for her input.

Lopes-Serrao provided an explanation on this request, which started in the Public Works & Utility 
Committee, which he used to be a committee member.  He stated as they were discussing making 
the intersection (Camp Phillips Road and E. Jelinek Avenue) safer, there was discussion and he 
made action about making this intersection a right turn in and right turn out only intersection.  He 
stated that after rethinking his motion, he now realizes this change probably would not solve the 
issue, as it would probably just push more traffic onto the other side streets (like Douglas Lane).  
 
Wodalski pointed out that Hunt provided updated crash data, and in the last 5 years, only 3 of 
crashes were from cars turning left onto Camp Phillips Road.  He stated that some of the other 
crashes reported were not related to on-street traffic.  He stated with there realistically being 1 crash 
per year, it is pretty comparable to any other crashes that occur on any other roads. 
 
Clark asked if we are able to install signage on Camp Phillips Road.  Wodalski stated it would be the 
County who would do that on their road.   
 
Hunt stated they did some traffic data on Camp Phillips Road and that went to the Village Board.  He 
stated there was also some signage issues on Camp Phillips Road that need to be addressed with 
the County.  When that gets addressed, maybe it will slow some of the vehicles down. 
 
Wodalski stated there could be an endorsement from CLPS that he will take to Public Works next 
week.

Jim Pinsonneault 5002 Arrow Street stated the following concerns about the Kennedy Park

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6.) Written Comments. 

 
Chair Ermeling read aloud a letter sent in from Dino Corvino.  Corvino positively commented on 
the concert held at Kennedy Park that was sponsored by Wausau Area Events.  Corvino would 
like the Village to continue to collaborate with Wausau Area Events in the future. 
 
   

EDUCATIONAL PRESENTATIONS & REPORTS. 
 

7.) Update on the Kennedy Park Renovation and Capital Campaign. 
 

Osterbrink stated that an RFC is in the packet.  Fields one and two are under construction.  Field 
one the retaining wall has been completed along with backstop poles.  PGA is working on grading 
and drainage of and around both fields.  They are tying the storm sewer drainage pipes from the 
fields to the pool storm sewer system. The dugouts have been installed on field two.  PGA is 
waiting on the fencing company to install the permanent fence in the grass area on the East side 
of the pool before continuing work in that area. 
 
Osterbrink stated the Friends of Kennedy Park are working on an Impact Grant.  Jimmy Olafson, 
President of DC Everest Youth Baseball (DCEYB), updated the Committee.  Olafson stated the 
group is working on a few different grants. Donations have been received from Alumni and DCEYB 
in the last month.  The Ask Letters are going out to key donors this week.  The Friends of Kennedy 
Park are working with DC Everest Youth Hockey (DCEYH) and their involvement.  DCEYB is 
coordinating a Glow Tournament to be held at the Greenheck Turner Community Center 
tentatively scheduled for Saturday, February 28, 2026. This tournament is to fundraise for lights 
specifically on field 2. They have also been working on an Alumni Newsletter.  Administrator 
Gebert added that focusing on raising funds for lights on field two is the next goal to reach as the 
group is breaking items down into smaller goals making it more achievable. 
 
Ermeling asked when the Community Foundation will be receiving the $500,000.  Olafson 
responded that it has always been agreed with the family that monies will be received once 
construction is started and expenses are being accrued.  Wodalski stated as of now the Village 
has received one invoice from PGA for Kennedy Park which is under $500,000.  Once the Village 
receives expenses that reach $500,000, the Rajek family will give the check to the Community 
Foundation.  Then the Village will request monies from the Community Foundation to pay 
expenses for field two. 
 
Lopes Serrao thanked Olafson and other volunteers who have been working hard to get this 
project up and going. 

 
8.) Update on Improvements at Yellowbanks Launch. 

 
  Osterbrink stated that PGA is back on site and working hard.  When PGA stripped the topsoil   
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they found gray clay underneath in some areas so more excavation was needed.  The Village 
provided sand fill, riprap, and road base.  There was an undocumented well casing that was also 
found during the construction of the parking lot.  The Village is having PGA properly abandon the 
well.  Staff reinforced the silt fence along the bank of the river with additional bales, stakes, and 
more silt fence. Administrator Gebert asked the Committee to please sign the Thank You cards 
provided which will be sent to the five foundations/committee’s that the Village received monies 
from for the project.  The fifth grant was just received from Marathon County Transportation 
Coordinating Committee for $40,000 for the ADA launch.  Osterbrink thanked Gebert and 
Higginbotham for attending the meeting.  

 
9.) Update on Rothschild/Schofield Aquatic Center Joint Venture request. 

 
Osterbrink stated that the Village does not have a cost estimate for the addition of a small pool 
that Rothschild/Schofield requested.  Osterbrink explained that there are many variables to 
consider before proceeding.  Osterbrink hopes to have a rough estimate for the September 
meeting.   
 
Administrator Gebert stated that getting an accurate cost estimate is tough.  A Request for Bid 
would be needed first to get a solid number but, that number would likely change when an RFP 
would be sent out.  Administrator Gebert stated what’s more important is what the joint venture 
would look like because of the investment.  Administrator Gebert asked the Committee for their 
thoughts on adding or not adding a kiddie pool and if that is the determining factor of pursuing a 
joint venture.  Lopes Serrao commented that looking at Rothschild’s numbers over the last four 
years his concern is that the monies Rothschild took in may not cover Weston’s Aquatic Center 
expenses without adding an additional kiddie pool area.  Clark stated that she has no interest in 
supporting an additional pool at Weston Aquatic Center.  Clark says there is not enough public 
support for an addition but does support the idea of a joint venture. She also stated that 
Rothschild and Schofield must provide solid numbers that they would contribute.  Tatro added 
that if Rothschild and Schofield would contribute to improvements and help with maintenance 
through their budget the Village should consider a joint venture but not necessarily adding an 
additional pool.  Ermeling stated that the Weston Aquatic Center was built with a zero-depth entry 
to accommodate young children so at the time Weston did not have to build a separate pool for 
the younger children.  Ermeling is willing to consider a joint venture with Rothschild and Schofield 
but will not support an additional pool with taxpayer dollars. 
 
The Committee agrees that if Rothschild/Schofield closes their pool it will increase attendance at 
our pool, bringing in more revenue.  They also agree that they do not want to burden our 
taxpayers.

10.) Discussion and/or action on Agreement with YMCA for 2026-2028 Seasons. 
 

Osterbrink gave history on when the Village of Weston partnered with the YMCA in 2020.  
YMCA is good with communication and has been a great partner overall to work with.  The 
YMCA staffs all the lifeguards and managers at the Aquatic Center. Besides providing services 
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at the pool, they have trained and certified Village staff in CPR/AED for free.  The Village just 
had to pay certification costs through Red Cross.  The YMCA holds swimming lessons at the 
Aquatic Center during the summer for residents and nonresidents.   
There is a five percent increase in the proposed contract with the YMCA. 
 
Ermeling asked what else the Village all pays for besides the $33,075 for administration fees.  
Osterbrink responded, the YMCA invoices the Village who pays for all the lifeguard wages.  The 
Village is also responsible for: soliciting advertisements for the programs, supplying telephone 
and internet services, any other supplies, equipment, or services necessary to operate the 
Weston Aquatic Center.

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5. Unfinished Business – Project #20250242 – Conditional Use Permit request at 5605 Mesker Street, to allow for a  
Light Industrial Land Use within property zoned B-3 (General Business) and a salt storage bin within the WHP-A

Techel stated the prior business (Wooster’s Garage) on this site was an autobody shop, and previous to Turf MD’s 
moving and operating out of this site, Wooster’s had a lot of older vehicles sitting in the yard on the lot for a long period 
of time.  He is not sure if that will have any effect on the outcome of the study.  Hoffman stated they previously had a 
Phase 1 done, prior to Wooster’s moving in.  Wodalski stated if he has that and can provide that to verify the conditions 
are still accurate and relevant (essentially updating what was already provided). 
 
Cronin confirmed an environmental study is still needed.

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6. Public Hearing – Project #20250311 - Conditional Use Permit request at 9805 Sandhill Drive, to allow for the 
construction of a 1,200 square foot detached accessory structure, for residential use, within the SF-S (Single-Family 
Residential – Small Lot) Zoning District, where the maximum allowed accessory building size within the SF-S District is 
1,000 square feet. (Wariner/Collins) [0:12:00 Zoom Meeting Recording] 
 
a. Open Public Hearing. 
Cronin opened the public hearing at 6:18 p.m. 
 
b. Presentation by Applicant and/or Staff 
Meverden stated they want to build a 1,200 square foot accessory structure (detached garage), where the code allows 
for up to 1,000 square feet.  He stated they are applying for an overall 1,400 square feet (in combined detached 
structures), as they have another detached accessory structure on the property (currently 320 square feet).  However, 
the existing structure will be either removed or decreased to a size of just under 200 square feet, to be classified as a 
“utility shed”.  This is so that they don’t exceed the allowable detached structure types in the SF-S Zoning District.  He 
explained our code allows 1 detached garage, 1 detached shed, and 1 detached gazebo. 
 
Tyler Wariner, Wariner & Winnfield Construction, PO Box 336, Wausau, was present on behalf of the property owner.  
He stated, with regard to the existing structure, how he believes that is sitting on slab on grade.  Guerndt stated he will 
need to pour an extra footing under the new wall for that structure, once they reduce the size. 
 
There was some discussion on the concrete that will be outside of the shortened structure, and Maguire stated that with 
both buildings, the owner will still be well under the 40% greenspace minimum requirement, where they could leave the 
concrete in place.   
 
c. Take Public Comment 
Jim Pinsonneault, 5002 Arrow Street, stated that he feels to require the owner to shrink the existing building would 
cause undue financial burden, which he feels does not make sense.  He feels the existing building should be able to 
remain in its current size. 
 
d. Close Public Hearing 
Cronin closed the public hearing at 6:25 p.m. 
 
e. Recommendation from Staff 
Higgins pointed to the staff-recommended conditions in the report. 
 
f. Discussion & Recommendation to Board of Trustees by the Plan Commission 
Maguire explained to Guerndt that the Zoning Code recognizes a shed as an accessory structure under 200 square feet.  
Accessory structures 200 square feet and over are considered garages.  Guerndt questioned if we could add the existing 
detached garage within this Conditional Use Permit, where the owner would not have to downsize it in order to build 
the 1,200 square foot building. 
 
Gebert stated we would be creating a non-conforming structure if we allowed this to remain as is.  Meverden stated the 
Code does not allow an exception (such as Conditional Use) to exceed the allowable number of structure types on the 
property, it only allows you to use the CUP process to exceed the coverage and height requirements. 
 
Hoffman questioned the reasoning for the larger shed.  Wariner stated this is just for a personal workshop, not for 
storage. 
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Guerndt questioned if the current owner would be okay with just eliminating the entire existing structure and making 
the proposed structure larger. 
 
Maguire stated that the total maximum size for this accessory would be capped based on the minimum greenspace ratio 
and coverage ratio.   
 
There was discussion that Plan Commission can recommend changes to the request in their motion, and if the existing 
structure is removed, the proposed new structure could technically go up to just under 2,500 square feet, before it is 
considered a principal structure. 
 
It was suggested to Wariner to meet with his client to see what he would like to do, and come back next month.  
Wariner commented that by delaying a month, it would impact the timeline of the project.  Wariner does feel the owner 
would be open to removing the existing and making this proposed one larger. 
 
Guerndt suggested that we table this item for 10 minutes, or so, so that Wariner can go and call the property owner to 
confirm what he is willing to do.

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Higgins explained that we were approached by the developers of Weston Marketplace, who had asked to amend the 
GDP (General Development Plan) for the property, with the buildings as they stand, which will allow them to bring in the 
two adjacent parcels of land into the overall PD (Planned Development).  She stated that 5510 Camp Phillips Road is 
currently zoned for multi-family, and they would like to rezone that to PD, same with 3802 Schofield Avenue.  These are 
being added to this project as future retail.  She stated as part of this overall request, they are proposing to divide off 
the southeast corner of the property, currently being utilized as the Weston Farmer’s Market.  A proposal will be coming 
forward to construct a new restaurant for a combined Dunkin and Baskin Robins restaurant.  She stated that while this 
corner will be divided off via CSM, it will still be part of the overall Weston Marketplace.  This request to amend the GDP 
will be forwarded on to the Village Board.  
 
Higgins stated that it is being discussed that the Weston Farmer’s Market will move to Kennedy Park for the 2026 
season; however, Lokre is still working with the Village on potentially having the market located at 5510 Camp Phillips 
Road and as a public space.

10. Project 20250324 Preliminary Plat Approval for the Granite Ridge Subdivision, located South of Mary Lane & Old 
Costa Lane (Riverside Land Surveying / Timber Ridge Builders, LLC) [1:23:00 Zoom Meeting Recording] 
Higgins stated this is for an 87-lot residential subdivision.  Price points on this subdivision are planned to be $400,000 – 
$500,000 for the single-family homes, $300,00 – $350,000 for the twin homes, and $450,000 to $500,000 for the 
duplexes. 
 
Higgins stated there will be sidewalk on both sides of the road throughout the development, also there will be an outlot 
between lots 32 & 33 that feed into a larger stormwater area.  The Park and Recreation Impact Fee that will be paid to 
the Village for all the homes would go towards building a path that would go through that outlot to the Robinwood Park 
development to the east of this proposed subdivision.  The Village will own and maintain the outlot. 
 
Higgins discussed the right-of-way, at the end of Connie Lane, is set aside for a potential future overpass, to go over 
State Highway 29.  She stated we are also looking to extend Municipal Street in the future, which will make it so Old 
Costa Lane is not the only way in there.   
 
Wodalski will be looking at talking to Public Works and Village Board in making that happen.  Wodalski stated there will 
be a watermain easement that runs through there, and how land will need to be purchased by the Village to do this. 
 
Higgins went over the staff-recommended conditions in the packet.  Wodalski stated that the proposed Municipal Street 
project is outside of this plat review, so tonight’s recommendation would not include anything about that.

- Chief Finke said we have a draft copy of the budget in the packet; there are a few items that are placeholders 

right now and that’s insurance. I don’t have any numbers back for our vehicle insurance, workers comp 
insurance, or health insurance. The budget that you’re looking at is assuming the grant is approved, that the 
fire fee is put into place, and we hire nine additional staff. 

- Opall said that includes the grant, and if we don’t get it that number goes way down. 
- Chief Finke said then we’ll have discussions on how we want to handle that. If we don’t get the grant that 

allows us to hire nine firefighters, that we’d be able to hire three without the grant, so the bottom number 
wouldn’t change much. 

- Opall said if we put it into a percent increase on the budget, what would we be looking at? 
- Chief Finke said the formula did change, 68.01% would be (the Village of) Weston share, 31.99% would be 

(the Village of) Rib Mountain. Last year Rib Mountain paid $664,708.00 and would go up to $814,134.00, and 
Weston paid $1,289,742.00 and would go up to $1,730,831.00. Rib Mountain would be an increase of 
$149,426.00. One of the other increases in this budget is going to be discussed under number 10. 

- Kolden said the Rib Mountain share is a 22.5% increase.

- Opall said which brings me to my point that it’s going to be an awfully hard sell to my board. $150,000.00 

doesn’t sound bad, but when you look at the percentage. 
- Maloney said we had a presentation here last week on the possible fire fee. The presentation was excellent 

by Finance Director Trautman and Chief Finke, I think we need to look at what other municipalities pay, that’s 
something that has to come up more often. It was a real eye opener what some municipalities pay and SAFER 
is half of other like sized municipalities. 

- Chief Finke said Marshfield we’re extremely close to, we have more population, and our call volume is almost 
identical, and their budget is right at $7,000,000.00. 

- Opall said Maloney you make a good point, maybe we should start working that angle a little more for the 
public and have handouts with those comparable and what kind of coverage they have, how we stack up 
against others. 

- Chief Finke said the district over the years that I’ve been here, we’ve had this continual buzzsaw. The district 
from the beginning was understaffed, underfunded, and its employees were underpaid so we had multiple 
things going against us at the beginning. Then as we worked through that and got ourselves back in the black, 
which is spectacular, our call volume has nearly doubled. We’ve changed a lot of employees from part-time 
to full-time, but we haven’t added more people every day. We’ve done well, but we still haven’t fixed the 
root problem of we don’t have enough people. 

- Kolden said so you’ve become more efficient is what you’re saying. 
- Chief Finke said we’re efficient, but it comes to what does the public expect. Right now, for example, the 

Village of Weston is a village of about 17,000 people that has one ambulance, that doesn’t happen. Villages 
of 17,000 people have two, three, four ambulances, not one. I had a father and son in the fire station the 
other day, they came in to complain because their (homeowner) insurance bill went from $500.00 to 
$1,100.00, they called their insurance and they were told your ISO rating doubled, so your insurance doubled. 

 
E. Business Items 

Discussion and possible action on Write-Off of Bad Debt. 
- Finance Director Trautman said from the beginning of time the billing was managed by the Village of Weston, 

then Wipfli, and during that time there was no one keeping track of all the invoices. I worked with the SAFER 
staff to see what should really be on here, and what needs to be written off, obviously the Future you don’t 
want to write that off, but all the rest of the items are very old. We’re looking for approval to write off 
approximately $18,179.91. 

- Kolden said over 150 days doesn’t seem super old. 
- Trautman said we don’t have additional columns, and most of the items was prior to Administrative Assistant 

Latimer. 
- Maloney said are you talking 4 or 5 years. 
- Administrative Assistant Latimer said 6 years. 
- Chief Finke said before Latimer got here, we rolled through Administrative Assistants, they were part-time 

working a couple days a week, it was really hard to find and keep anybody. Latimer has been the only stable 
one that we’ve had. 

- Trautman said moving forward we have the ability to go through the state collections system. If we were to 
do that now, we’d need more information. 

- Chief Finke said customer number 70, the $10,000.00, we do not want to write that off. 
Action: Motion by Cronin to approve writing off $18,179.91. Second by Opall. Motion carried 5:0. 

 
Discussion and possible action on Budget Amendment. 
- Finance Director Trautman said at the previous SAFER meeting we had discussions about being able to bring 

back part-time staff because we have additional revenue. Using the budgeted amount from the FAP funding 
we received $104,000.00. 
Action: Motioned by Cronin to approve the Budget Amendment as presented. Second by Opall. Motion 
carried 5:0. 

 
Discussion and possible action on Stipend Pay Update. 



 
- Deputy Chief Lang said the stipend pay was updated in 2023, it is based on $24.00/hour, which is 

$69,888.00/year. The Battalion Chiefs are salary with a pay range of $76,000.00 to $88,000.00, not only is it 
not time and a half, but it’s also not even their regular wage. We’re proposing to increase that rate to 
$30.00/hour, which brings them in line with what their current wages are. That is item number one and what 
it covers, item number two would be adding the Chief and I for the stipend pay, we would only be eligible for 
stipend pay for interfacility transfers. We would come in off duty to help fill those transfers. 

- Kolden said how often are Battalion Chiefs called in for extra shifts. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said it’s not often. 
- Kolden said would Battalion Chiefs pick up more overtime. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said they are not eligible to pick up more overtime. 

Action: Motion by Kolden to approve Stipend Pay as presented. Second by Cronin. Motion carried 5:0. 
 
Discussion and possible action on Chief Officer Market Increase. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said this includes Deputy Chief, EMS Division Chief, Fire Marshal, and the three Battalion 

Chiefs. This does not include the Chief, the Chief’s wages are at the sole discretion of the Board when they do 
his evaluation. The main driver of this is the increases that we’ve seen to the line firefighters and Captains, 
with their wage increases last year and next year, with just scheduled overtime their wages come out right at 
what the Battalion Chiefs make or above some of the Battalion Chiefs. The Battalion Chiefs are all salary with 
a merit raise system. That is causing wage compression and when we get to the point where we want to 
promote, we’ll have an issue with why do I want to be a Battalion Chief and have the responsibility for the 
same or less money. When we look at comparables City of Wausau, Wisconsin Rapids, Marshfield, and 
Stevens Point, and you look at what their paying Battalion Chiefs, it’s considerably higher than what we are. 
For us to recruit that talent pool is difficult. The City of Marshfield is our direct comparable and their range is 
$87,000.00 to $110,000.00. The proposal is for an 8% market increase. For the Battalion Chiefs, the proposal 
would be to give them the market plus merit raise with being maximum 3%. 

- Maloney said can you please check your math, your math on this proposal is all wrong. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said I apologize, I didn’t use a spreadsheet, my calculator sitting on my desk gave me those 

numbers. 
- Opall said so we’re just dealing with the range. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said yes. We would give them the market increase plus the merit. 
- Cronin said does the proposed budget include this? 
- Deputy Chief Lang said yes. 
- Maloney said how many actual personnel are we talking about? 
- Deputy Chief Lang said six. 
- Opall said we just went through this salary thing at the Village level and it’s not anywhere near 8% and my 

staff is just going to be wild. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said potentially the six chief officers could get up to an 11% increase. 
- Maloney said last year what were the raises. 
- Deputy Chief Lang said 1.5%. 
- Kolden said that’s unheard of. 
- Administrator Gebert said the change with the Union Contract and the bump. 
- Chief Finke said the issue we had were there where union members that got 15% increases last year. 
- Kolden said well that’s union, nobody in private market is getting an 8% raise. To Opall’s point, there’s 

nobody in the village that’s getting an 8%, 8% is shockingly high for a raise. I know you want to try and get 
into the market, you want to be in the mid-range of the salary range. 4% is above the cost-of-living 
adjustment, 4% is a good raise. 

- Opall said I’m sitting in a real precarious spot on this because I’ve got a staff at the village level that we just 
set increases, and they are nowhere near this, they’re less than 3%. 

- Finance Director Trautman said because they are not at the market rate, when you’re comparing about what 
other industries are doing that’s fine, but it’s not comparable because Battalion Chiefs and SAFER haven’t 
been able to get the increases to market so when the Village of Weston got 8%, SAFER did not that year. The 



 
past years the municipalities had been getting the increases and SAFER has been held level. I just want to 
make sure we’re all on the same page where we’re talking about market and not CPI adjustments. 

- Chief Finke said this is another one of those cases we’ve been so behind for so long, we’re trying to catch up a 
little. 

- Trautman said one thing we could talk about is trying to get them to market, lets do 4% and 4% and work 
with them to get them to market. 
Action: Motioned by Kolden on 4% Chief Officer Market Increase. Second by Cronin. Motion carried 5:0. 

 
End of Month Budget review. 
- Chief Finke said the budget is in your packet, if you have any questions, let me know. 
- Cronin said is everything moving forward with the new billing agency. 
- Chief Finke said it’s going well, we’re still having some issues that I was working on last week with 

communication between the old billing company and the new billing company, but it is significantly better. 
Administrative Assistant Latimer did a lot of work getting the clearing houses changed over which made a 
huge difference.

- I met with Chief Kopp and Chief Briggs yesterday, one of the things we discussed was Wausau is working on 

potentially building a training facility. It was asked if us and Riverside would be interested in talking, and I said 
absolutely.

- Deputy Fire Chief Lang said the reports are in your packet and I’ll give you the highlights. 
- Personnel report: Personnel information are listed. All three interns completed the EMT class and passed, 

one has passed National Registry and is a licensed EMT working on the ambulance, the other two are working 
through the testing process. The next step for them is the fire classes, two will be in firefighter 1, the other is 
in our academy and will be starting firefighter 2 in the fall. 

- EMS & Fire Incidents: EMS and fire responses are there. 
- Training: Training hours are listed with topics. 
- Apparatus: Nothing to report. 
- Fire Prevention/Public Education: Activities are listed. 
- Grants/Projects: Grants submitted and working on are listed.

As we continue to wait for news on the grant we are working through the 2026 budget.  Multiple budget 

options have been presented to the district board.  Over the past several days we have had multiple 

meetings regarding the GEMT program.  We submitted our GEMT reports for 2023 and 2024 earlier this 

year.  Although we do not have final numbers it appears that we are due to receive approximately 

$55,000 in funding for 2023 and $38,000 for 2024.  These dollars come from the federal government 

and are used to offset our costs to respond to Medicaid transports. 

Our interns have all been successful with their EMT program and have successfully completed the 

national registry exam.  They have obtained their state licensure and are actively working on our 

ambulances.  The interns are now in the beginning stages of their fire program.  We did have a very 

successful recruitment for our potential additional firefighters.  We had 38 applications and have 21 

individuals that we have moved onto the interview process.  These interviews will likely occur in October 

depending on the progression of the fire fee discussions.  Our full response data is attached below.

Administrator Gebert and I have discussed this but to my knowledge 
nothing has moved forward to date.   

o Establish Village Development Policies & Procedures. 
Work has begun on this and will be ongoing. We have started to create 
Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for all our processes. Once 
completed we will begin sharing with the Board and respective Committees 
and Commissions. My plan is to have them approved so that everyone is 
on the same page to how things will be going moving forward.

1. ITEMS OF SPECIAL NOTE 
• This is a very busy summer for construction.  We have roughly $20 million in work 

getting done this summer over several projects which include the arterial corridors 
of Schofield Ave and Weston Ave, collector of Fuller St, repaving in the Business 
Park and PFAS Treatment.  There are also several projects in the 2026-2028 range 
that we are getting through the design phase, primarily along Ross Ave and 
additional PFAS and well treatment.    

 
2. WORK PLAN PROJECTS 

 
• CIP Projects: I have attached my report prepared for the 9/8/2025 Public Works 

Meeting which goes over all the CIP Projects. 
A. Schofield Ave (Normandy to Birch) – all underground work has been 

completed and curb and gutter work along with the new traffic signals are 
currently the main items being worked on. 
 Besides TIF 2 funding, this project has received a $2,652,390 grant 

from the Wisconsin DOT Local Road Improvement Program which 
staff submitted the grant for. 

B. Weston Ave (CR-X to Von Kanel) is no longer open to traffic.  Local traffic 
will be able to maneuver through the site, but sanitary sewer installation is 
underway from Heeren St heading east.   

C. Fuller St is under construction along with the storm pond within the 
Kellyland Park area. 

D. Kennedy Park Phase BB-1 and BB-2 Field construction is underway. 
 

• Strategic Plan: 
A. Energized Workforce 

 Increased Employee Satisfaction 
- Working through Stay Interviews as part of the annual review 

process 
- Working on filling staff vacancies, still have a vacancy in utilities 

as well as the Engineering Tech Position.  Being at full staff 
helps the rest of the staff balance work loads.

- Street Operations staff have begun using iPads for mapping, 
work tasks, etc. similar to the utility staff which has had the 
mobile capabilities for the past 5+ years. 

- We’ve been utilizing GPS services on our plow trucks, mowers, 
street sweepers and other equipment pieces for the past 
several years.   

- The utility staff utilizes iPads and mobile mapping to perform 
work orders, infrastructure checks as well as digger’s hotline 
locates.  This is one of the reasons why we are able to get by 
with a smaller crew compared to other utilities our size (as far 
as customers).  This also allows for instant communication on 
work orders and other events as they occur in the field.   

- SCADA upgrades have now added all lift stations as well as 
water facilities to improve the ability to remotely monitor those 
sites. 

 
 Economical Operations 

- SOPs for utility operations are being created for core service 
delivery standardization. 

- SCADA project implemented to improve utility data availability 
 

 Innovative Regional Partnerships 
- Currently have joint projects with Schofield, Rothschild, Town of 

Weston and Marathon County for streets and stormwater 
projects 

 
3. IDENTIFIED NEEDS 
• With the Sanitary Sewer rate increase being approved, we’ll further monitor sewer 

rates throughout 2025 to ensure the rate is adequate.     
o Along the sewer note, we have additional pH probes being installed around 

the system to better monitor any spikes in pH as historical events have been 
noted by Rib Mountain Metropolitan Sewerage District (RMMSD). 

o Through July 2025, the RMMSD bills are tracking slightly under budget with a 
projected final cost of 93% budget.  Although, that can still change over the 
next 5 months. 

 
4. MISCELLANOUS COMMENTS / ISSUES 
 
• I’ve attached the monthly reports for Street Superintendent Blarek and Utility 

Superintendent Swenson as their reports give more insight into the day-to-day 
operations of the Public Works Department. 
 



 
 

• I’m working with IT/GIS Director Crowe to find ways to better present the CIP online 
as well as update road closures / project status updates through our GIS mapping 
capabilities. 
 

• I’ll be working on getting a 5-year Capital Improvement Plan for 2026-2030 together 
for discussion later this spring/summer.  The first iteration of this discussion was 
held with the Public Works Committee on 5/12/25. 

• Along with this, the next round of DOT Grants through the Surface 
Transportation Program (STP) are due in October and as a part of that 
process we’ll need to have projects identified that fit within the arterial or 
collector category for roads. 
 

• As we move through the CIP, we should also look at a review of our water and 
sewer master plans to ensure we’re still on track with the right projects and goals for 
those utilities. 
 

• We currently have 2 openings within the Public Works Department: 
• 1 – employee on the utility staff 
• 1 – employee that formerly served as the utility technician 

 
We have two of these positions advertised and are actively recruiting and 
interviewing. 

 
• This past month we received our second payment from the 3M PFAS settlement in 

an amount of $853,425.31.  The total payment from 3M is $1,871,546.75.  We have 
not received the estimated payouts yet from DuPont, Tyco or BASF.

 West Construction Phase 2 – Under Construction

Sewer and water work continues between Heeren and Ryan St with road 
building following lateral and storm sewer installation.   

Overall the project is set to be completed in November.  With the rock that 
has been encountered while installing the sanitary sewer the crew has had 
to stop several times throughout the summer which has impacted 
productivity.

Curb and gutter is being installed along the eastbound (south) lanes.  The 
month of September will see the curb, sidewalk, and medians get 
completed with paving then in early October.

Design work is ongoing.  We’ll be working on getting ROW acquired over

• DPW staff was out grading gravel roads throughout the Village. 

• After the roads where graded DPW put down calcium chloride in 

set locations to have dust control measures for the residents in 

these areas. 
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• DPW staff finished the 

storm sewer extension install 

along Sternberg Ave and Jean 

Ellen St. 

• Crews installed drains 

and redefined ditches. 

• DPW also shaped and 

paved back in crosscut road 

section to prep the road for 

overlay. 

•  Staff installed 10 

Nyoplast storm structures and 

just under 1,800 ft of pipe.  
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• DPW performed an excavation on Meridian St. 

• Crews excavated just over 2 ft of material from the 

roadbed. The top gravel grade was granite and only 6 

inches thick in places. Under the granite was over a 1 ft 

of topsoil causing the roadway in this area to yield under 

the heavy truck traffic it receives. 

• As pictured under the topsoil was good sand for drainage.  

• DPW crew put back a foot of sand and compacted the sub 

grade with a Bomag compactor and put back 12 inches of 

recycle base coarse for the top grade. 

• This excavation was 125 ft long. 

• This excavation was needed since this road is getting 

pulverized and repaved. 
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• DPW crews are out 
finishing up Manhole and 
water valve adjustments for 
the overlay projects. 

• Crews can adjust up to 6 
manholes a day on an 
average. 

• This crew consists of 3 
staff. 
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• Along with the manhole and water valve structures 
getting set for overlays milling butt joints at intersections 
and driveway ends is also needed. 

• 2 staff members are needed for milling. One person 
running the mill head and the other is in the street 
sweeper for picking up the millings. 

• The millings are hauled to our Ryan St site and used for 
cover on our blacktop pile to be crushed. 
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• DPW got more line and pavement markings completed. 

• Staff got the pavement markings down on Schofield Ave by the 

schools and industrial park intersection. 

• This part of Schofield Ave had received a GSB coating, so the 

markings needed to be repainted. 
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DPW SHOP REPAIRS: 
• Pic1: Finished service and repairs to leaf vacs and the trucks 

they mount up too. 

• Pic 2-3: Finished fabricating Unit 32 plow wing post. Replaced 

plate with thicker steel and added gussets for reinforcement. 

• Pic 4-5: Repaired broken inlet on Ross Ave. 

• Pic 6: Fabricated stainless steel box for Schofield Ave irrigation 

mechanicals. Not pictured but, the box was vinyl wrapped in a 

flat green to keep down the glare. 

• Pic 7-8: Plow trucks getting pulled in for service. 

• Pic 9: Fabricating a barricade rack for truck 201(the sign truck). 

It will be equipped with stop/turn/and taillights to make up for 

the partially covering of the trucks light. It will be removable 

when not in use.

1. ITEMS OF SPECIAL NOTE 

a. Public Meeting Options 
i. As referenced during my budget presentation, we have a few options 

to look at regarding our virtual public meeting options.  Currently, we 
provide a zoom link that allows anyone from the public to attend 
virtually.  Admittedly, this is still the same practice we adopted during 
the COVID-19 pandemic to allow participation during lockdowns.  
Much has changed, and I believe we should probably make some 
adjustments.  Below are a few available proposals: 

1. Live stream to You Tube for public viewing and provide secure 
access to authorized users via Zoom 

a. This option would not allow anyone to make public 
comments online.  If they wish to do so, they will have to 
come to the meeting in person.  It is up to you, but 
exceptions could be made, and we could require people 
to fill out a form ahead of time, and they could be given 
zoom access only after they complete the form.  This 
option would be very secure.   

2. Continue as we have been but lock down the controls more.  
Disable video and mute all users upon meeting arrival.  If any 
attendee wishes to speak, the host will need to unmute and 
allow.  This option does provide better security, but many, not 
all, of the limitations are made manually by the meeting host.  
This option does allow more participation virtually but also is 
less secure than option 1. 

3. Continue to use zoom as the only option for virtual attendance 
but only allow authorized users to enter the meeting.  Most 
secure, but less participation.   

4. The final option would be to not allow anyone to join the 
meeting and just use the software and hardware to record the 
meeting and post the next day. 

b. IT Equipment Replacement 
i. Most of the equipment has arrived and is on location.  Waiting for the 

servers. 
c. Active Directory Authentication 

i. I am working on a plan to adjust how our users and equipment are 
authorized within our environment.  Currently, we use the legacy 



 
 

version of active directory for our local server domain.  I will be going 
to a cloud hybrid model that will provide more levels of security as 
well as co-management of our Office 365 accounts.  This is meant to 
do as an in-tandem project with the new hardware replacements.  I’d 
also like to use this opportunity to change some of the ways we 
interact with our data here.  Currently, almost all our files are stored in 
local storage.  We should start to take advantage of our Office 365 
licensing that gives us ample storage in the cloud.  This would aid in 
reducing the workload on our local hardware and backup services.

*Aquatic Center Fund: Revenue is 84.18% of budget, lower than 2024 by 15.33%. There were two days were Rothschild's pool was down, and
Weston accepted their resident passes. Last day for the season was 8/24/25.  Expenditure is at 63.87% of budget, very similar to 2024. New 
lounge chairs were purchased in April. 

*Property taxes: 100% of budget, received August settlement
from Marathon County.
Permit revenue: 106% of budget, $40,205 more than 2024.
*Pmt In Lieu of Taxes-Rothschild & Munic. Services-Public 
Safety: both services termed at year end of 2024.
*Interest Income: 299% of budget, but $771 less than 2024.
*Sales of Village Property: $5,920 in scrap metal sale from 
dumpster. Two badger books were sold.
*Miscellaneous Revenue: 117% of budget, includes $4,315 from 
League of WI Municipalities for 2024 insurance dividend.

Description: Ordinance No. 25-014: An Ordinance to Approve the Rezoning of Parcels 
of Land, located at 3802 Schofield Avenue and 5510 Camp Phillips Road in 
the Village of Weston, from B-2 Highway Business and MF Multiple Family 
to PD Planned Development District and Amend an Associated General 
Development Plan.

Question: Should the Board of Trustees accept the Plan Commission recommendation 
to approve the rezone of two properties and add them to the Weston Market 
Place PD an amendment to the General Development Plan (GDP) for the 
Weston Marketplace Development? 

BACKGROUND 
The original Weston Marketplace was approved under our previous zoning code in 2006 as an 
Overlay Planned Development. At that time, it was called the Weston Lifestyle Center and showed 
three retail center buildings and a future restaurant with outdoor seating and future dining area on 
the corner. Retail Center 1 and Retail Center 2 were constructed soon after.  

 
In 2013 the OPD was amended to remove the proposed restaurant/outdoor dining area on the corner 
of Camp Phillips and Schofield and allow the 3rd building in the development (current Qdoba/Dunkin 
Donuts Building) to be constructed in its current location and create the greenspace on the corner 
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where the Weston Farmers Market relocated to in 2014. The Village currently leases the Farmers 
Market space for $1 per year.  

 
In 2015 the new Village Zoning Code was adopted and at that time we did not have a planned unit 
development option in the Code. Instead, this property was put into an overlay district called the 
Weston Center Overlay District.  
 
In 2018 the 4th building in the Weston Marketplace was approved and currently houses Tine and 
Cellar, American Family & The Local.  
 
In May 2021 the Board of Trustees adopted Ordinance No. 21-011 which created a new PD Planned 
Development District. As part of the ordinance there was supposed to be provisions to rezone 3 
properties within the Village that currently had Planned Development Overlays prior to the new code 
adoption in 2015 – Weston Center and Renaissance Assisted Living Center. Since these overlays 
are no longer referenced in the ordinance, we needed to rezone them to PD and utilize their original 
approved site plans as the SIP (specific implementation plan) for the new PD zoning. The rezone 
didn’t occur until February 2023 through Ordinance No. 23-005.  
 
For Weston Center - pursuant to Section 94.14.10 of the Municipal Code, the Specific Implementation 
Plan for the territory described in and zoned PD via Section 1 shall be the Schofield Avenue Lifestyle 
Center Master Plan, dated October 19, 2006, and now known as the Weston Center Master Plan and 
as such plan may be amended or supplemented from time to time by the Plan Commission under the 
site plan approval procedures in Section 94.16.09 of the Municipal Code. All future buildings depicted 
in such Plan shall utilize materials, architectural design, and signage that are consistent with those 
used on the constructed “Retail Center #1” in such Plan. The areas around such buildings shall be 
landscaped in accordance with such Plan. 
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The owners of Weston Marketplace are now requesting an amendment to Weston Center Master 
Plan per Section 94.16.09. They have supplied a new overall GDP for the Weston Marketplace. In 
the new GDP they would be looking to divide off the corner lot to allow for a new Building #5 which 
would house a new freestanding Dunkin Donuts and Baskin Robbins Restaurant. This would displace 
the current Weston Farmers Market. Staff is currently looking to move the Farmers Market to Kennedy 
Park for the 2026 season. The developer owns two additional parcels that they are asking to rezone 
to PD and add to the Weston Marketplace PD. The northernmost lot was a residential lot that the 
Village staff and developer have discussed turning into the new Farmers Market space but more 
details and approvals would need to be fleshed out first. In the meantime, the developer is asking to 
add this lot to the Weston Marketplace GDP as a future public space/farmer’s market/retail area as 
the use is kind of up in the air. The developer is also asking to rezone the home lot adjacent to the 
Tine and Cellar building as they would like to redevelop the site into a new retail building for the 
Weston Marketplace in the future.  
 
The applicant has provided a new GDP Plan document and site plan for the Plan Commission and 
Board to both review.  The following are the ordinance procedures to amend the GDP.  
 
Sec 94.14.11 Amendment Of General Development Plan (GDP) Or Specific Implementation 
Plan (SIP) 
Any subsequent change or modification of the approved GDP or SIP shall first be submitted to the 
Village for consideration. If, in the opinion of the Zoning Administrator, such change or modification 
constitutes a substantial alteration of the original GDP and/or SIP, the procedures described in 
Sections 94.14.08 and/or 94.14.10, as appropriate, shall be followed before the modified GDP and/or 
SIP may take effect. If the Zoning Administrator determines that such change or modification does 
not constitute a significant alteration, then he or she may approve or reject such change or 
modification and report such action to the Plan Commission. All such modified GDPs and SIPs , with 
re-recorded copies provided to the Village shall be re-recorded by the applicant within 30 days of 
approval. 
 
This change would be considered a substantial alteration of the original GDP so it must be reviewed 
and approved by both the Plan Commission and Village Board. They will be coming back in for the 
SIP (Specific Implementation Plan) for the Dunkin/Baskin Robbins building in a few months. Since 
we are adding two parcels to the Weston Marketplace GDP, we are following Sec. 94.14.08(2) to 
petition for rezone approval and GDP approval. The applicant has met all information requested in 
the ordinance to be provided. The land uses proposed for the Weston Marketplace PD will mimic the 
B-2 Highway Business permitted, conditional and temporary uses (see fact sheet attached).  
 
Per Sec. 94.14.09, each GDP application shall meet the following criteria to obtain approval: 

1. Consistent with Purpose of this Chapter and this Article. 
2. Character and Integrity of Land Use. The uses proposed and their intensity and 

arrangement on the site will be of a visual and operational character that meets the following 
criteria:  

a. Is compatible to the physical nature of the site and surrounding land uses.  
b. Would produce an attractive environment of sustained aesthetic and ecological 

desirability, economic stability, community sustainability, and practicality compatible 
with the Comprehensive Plan.  

c. Would not adversely affect the anticipated provision of municipal services.

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d. Would not create traffic or parking demand incompatible with facilities designed to serve 
it.  

3. Economic Feasibility and Impact. The project will not adversely affect the economic 
prosperity of the Village or the values of surrounding properties.  

4. General Engineering Standards. The proposed general plans for utilities, storm water 
management, and transportation systems follow required standards and are necessary to 
ensure the public safety and welfare as determined by the Director of Public Works.  

5. Preservation and Maintenance of Open Space. With regards to permanent open space 
within the project adequate provisions are made for its permanent reservation or dedication to 
the public as follows:  

a. For private reservation, the open area to be reserved shall be protected against building 
development minimally by the area against any future building or use except as 
consistent with that of generally providing permanent open or recreational space.  

b. The care and maintenance of any such open space reservations shall be ensured by 
establishment of appropriate management organization(s) for the project. The manner 
of ensuring maintenance and assessing such cost to individual properties shall be 
included in any development agreement with the Village and shall be included in the 
title to each property.  

c. Ownership and tax liability of private open space reservations are established in a 
manner acceptable to the Village.  

6. Implementation Schedule. A reasonable schedule has been established for the 
implementation of the development, including suitable provisions for assurance that each 
phase shall be brought to completion in a manner that would not result in an adverse effect 
upon the Village as a result of termination at that point.  

7. Considerations for Residential Components of a PD or N District. The Village, in its review 
of the residential components of a GDP, shall further consider whether:  

a. Such development will create an attractive residential environment of sustained 
desirability, including structures designed in relation and with respect to terrain; 
consideration of safe, convenient, and interconnected bicycle, pedestrian, and 
automobile flow; and ready access to recreation space.  

b. The density and design within the development will be generally consistent with the 
recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan as applicable to the PD or N district area, 
except as explicitly enabled under this Chapter, and the community’s capacity to 
provide needed municipal services and facilities.  

c. Provision has been made for the installation of adequate public facilities, fire and police 
protection, and parking, and the continuing maintenance and operation of such 
facilities.  

d. Such development will contribute to the goal of environmental sustainability and energy 
efficiency through the proper arrangement, density, orientation, and design for 
development; transportation access; natural area preservation and enhancement; and 
other features unique to the project.  

8. Considerations for Non-residential Components of a PD or N District. The Village, in its 
review of the non-residential components of a GDP further consider whether:  

a. The proposed development will be adequately served by parking, loading, and truck 
service facilities.  

b. The proposed development will be adequately provided with and shall not impose any 
undue burden on public services and facilities such as fire and police protection, street 
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maintenance, water, sanitary sewer and storm water drainage, and maintenance of 
public areas.  

c. The locations of entrances and exits have been designated to prevent unnecessary 
interference with the safe and efficient movement of traffic on surrounding streets and 
the development will not create any adverse effect upon the general traffic pattern of 
the surrounding area.  

d. The architectural design, landscaping, control of lighting, and general site development 
will result in an attractive area not adversely affecting the property values of the 
surrounding neighborhood. 

 
Per Sec. 94.16.03(7), The Plan Commission and Village Board shall utilize the following criteria when 
reviewing each application to amend the Official Zoning Map: 

a. Is the proposed rezoning consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, as is required by Wisconsin 
Statutes? 

b. Does the rezoning further the purpose and intent of this Chapter? 
c. Does rezoning address any of the following that are not properly addressed on the current 

Official Zoning Map? 
i. A mistake was made in mapping on the Official Zoning Map. That is, an area is or has 

developed in a manner and purpose different from that for which it is mapped. If this 
reason is cited, it must be demonstrated that the discussed inconsistency between 
actual land use and designated zoning is not intended, as the Village may intend to 
stop an undesirable land use pattern from being perpetuated. 

ii. Factors have changed, such as the availability of new data, the presence of new roads 
or other infrastructure, additional development, annexation, or other zoning changes, 
making the subject property more appropriate for a different zoning district. 

iii. Growth patterns or rates have changed, thereby creating the need for a rezoning. 
d. Does the proposed zoning district maintain the desired consistency of land uses, land use 

intensities, and land use impacts as related to the environs of the subject property? 
e. For applications to rezone land to a multi-family, commercial or industrial zoning district, is, or 

will there be, adequate public infrastructure available to accommodate the range of uses 
allowed in that zoning district? 

 
The Plan Commission, after holding the hearing and reviewing the plans, deemed the development 
to have meet the 8 criteria for the GDP and the 5 criteria above for the rezone proceeded to 
recommend the rezone and GDP amendment to the Board of Trustees.  
 
At the public hearing, one resident spoke at the hearing but his concerns were mostly concerning the 
garbage enclosures. Staff has been working with the developer on the enclosures. Since they have 
future development planned for the back side of the buildings they do not want to replace with existing 
and are looking for a more aesthetic way to shield the garbage containment areas.

If an application of this Ordinance to a particular structure, land, or water is adjudged 
unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not be applicable to any other 
structure, land, or water not specifically included in said judgment. If any requirement or limitation attached to 
an authorization given under this Ordinance is found invalid, it shall be presumed that the authorization would 
not have been granted without the requirement or limitation and, therefore, said authorization shall also be invalid. 
Any other ordinances whose terms are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed as to 
those terms that conflict. 
 

SECTION 5: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect upon approval and publication, subject 
to the limitations in Section 2.

Background
The Village of Weston has partnered with the Village of Rothschild and City of Schofield 
to construct a storm water management pond within the STH 29 and BUS 51 on/off 
ramps to meet the DNR requirements for municipal phosphorus removal for storm water 
runoff.  This resolution is needed to apply for a Clean Water Fund Loan which states 
any expenses incurred prior to receiving loan funds are intended to be reimbursed by 
the bond proceeds through the clean water fund.  The municipalities have contracted 
with Strand Associates for the design of the storm pond and we are currently looking at 
constructing the pond in 2027.  In submitting the Clean Water Fund Loan application, 
we are seeking principal for parts of this project through the loan program. 

This pond was listed as the highest priority project to improve the Village’s storm water 
quality and compliance with DNR phosphorus removal requirements.  The total 
estimated cost for this project currently is $3,100,000.00.The Village of Weston’s 
share of this project is approximately 70% of that or ~$2,170,000.

Question: Should the Plan Board of Trustees accept the Plan Commission recommendation 
to approve of the Preliminary Plat for Granite Ridge Subdivision by adopting 
Resolution 2025-015?  

BACKGROUND 
****NOTE – Item cannot be acted upon of Ordinance No. 25-013 is not approved earlier in the agenda. **** 
 
Timber Ridge Builders purchased this property, south of Mary and Old Costa Ln’s, from Denyon Homes earlier 
this year to be used for their next subdivision project. The parcel is currently zoned SF-S Single Family Small 
Lot and the developers would like to utilize the lots along State Highway 29 for duplex and twin home lots as 
a buffer from the highway. For this reason, they are also approaching the Village with a rezone request to 2F 
that is also on Monday’s agenda. Please note if that is not approved first, this item cannot be acted upon.  
 
The proposed subdivision, Granite Ridge, would consist of 87 total lots.  They are asking for 20 of the lots 
(Lots 37 through 46 and 63 through 72) of the proposed Preliminary Plat of Granite Ridge to be rezoned to 2F 
Two Family Residential to allow them to construct duplex and twin homes on these lots along the highway as 
a buffer to the neighborhood.  
 
Price points for the proposed subdivision are planned to be the following: 
Single Family $400k - 500k 
Twin Homes $300k - 350k 
Duplex $450- 500k 
 
There will be sidewalks on both sides and staff has requested an outlot between lots 32 and 33 so that a path 
can be constructed with Park and Recreation Impact Funds collected from the development of the homes in 
this subdivision to connect the subdivision to Robinwood Park to the east. Road names have been approved 
and reserved through Marathon County. The subdivision will be connected to public water and sewer. 
 
The Plan would be to do the subdivision in two phases so the final plat will come back in the future with only 
a portion of the proposed lots.  
 
These two forties have always been planned for future residential development. The Village Comprehensive 
Plan Future Land Use Map show this property as Low Density Village Residential and Mixed or Flex 
Commercial/Residential.  
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The Low Density Village Residential FLU is described as Predominately single family detached residences, 
but may also include two family, townhome, and accessory dwelling units where the overall development falls 
within density range to the right. May also include home occupations, family childcare, small community 
facilities, parks, and other compatible uses allowed in associated zoning districts. 
 
Typical Implementing Zoning Districts: 

• Predominately SF-S and SF-L Single Family Residential, or N Neighborhood where the village 
approves a unique design, layout, theme, or lot sizes. 

• May also include limited 2F Two Family Residential zoning and possibly MF Multiple Family zoning at 
village discretion where development gross density to right is maintained. 

 
The Mixed or Flex Commercial/Residential FLU is described as Carefully designed blend or flex of 
Community 
Commercial, Higher Density Village Residential, Business Office/Park, and Institutional land uses. The overall 
concept is to create vibrant places and community gathering spots, rather than to serve as a 
“catch all” for any type of land use. The intent for Mixed or Flex Commercial/Residential areas is further 
described within the village’s corridor plans. 
 
Typical Implementing Zoning Districts: 

• PD Planned Development 
• B-1 or B-2 Business 
• BP Business Park 
• MF Multiple family 
• INT Institutional. 

 
Three residents’ voiced concerns at the Plan Commission rezone public hearing about traffic, maintenance of 
Connie Ln & Old Costa, the median income intended for the subdivision vs the current area, blasting, drainage 
and questions on the future road over Highway 29.  
 
The Village Official Map and Future Transportation Plan have anticipated development in this area and 
provided for future access points out of the neighborhood. Adequate road right of way has been kept in the 
preliminary plat to allow for the future overpass over State High 29. The overpass will not be added as part of 
this subdivision and will most likely be developed when the south side of 29 develops at a later date. DPW 
Director Wodalski has the roads within the existing subdivision on a maintenance schedule and will make any 
repairs to the roads from construction/use after the subdivision is completed. As stated earlier, home prices 
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should be in the $300,000 to $500,000 range depending on home type and will be comparable in pricing, if 
not more, than the single-family homes in the adjacent existing neighborhood to the north. If blasting needs to 
occur adjacent property owners will be notified. There is a whole state statute and process that is taken in 
those situations that ensures there is no damage done from the blasting. A stormwater management report 
has been completed for the development and an outlot is proposed for stormwater management and a trail. 
The wetlands have all been delineated recently and their locations certified by the DNR. Each lot is required 
to drain so it does not trespass onto neighboring properties. This is verified at time of building permit. The 
Public Works Director, Public Works Committee and Board will be talking about another outlet out of the 
existing subdivision at Municipal Street in the near future as part of the CIP.  
 
The Plan Commission & Staff present this preliminary plat as part of the approval process with the following 
conditions: 

1.  To require Park & Recreation Impact Fee at time of building permit issuance in lieu of a land 
dedication for parkland.  

2. Approval of plans for public improvements by the Director of Public Works in accordance with the 
requirements of Chapter 74 and other construction standards of the Village of Weston.  

3. Show WPS, Spectrum, TDS, Frontier and any other easements on the final plat and provide 
verification letters from each verifying they have received a copy of the plat and agree to any 
easement locations and dimensions.  

4. To work with the USPS to find Postmaster approved locations for the CBUs they are requiring for 
mail delivery. 

5. Execution of Development Agreement in accordance with Section 74.703 which requires a 
performance guarantee (ie. Financial security, bond, etc) for public improvements based on the 
level of completeness of the public improvements at the time of filing of the final plat and which also 
included conditions upon which building permits may be issued, among other things.  

6. Wording on the outlot should read “Outlot for Stormwater Management and Trail” instead of “Outlot 
for Stormsewer Management and Trail”.  

 
These conditions would need to be met before a final plat would be approved. Any additional conditions the 
BOT would like placed on the Approval Resolution should be included in the recommendation made at the 
meeting and the resolution will be revised to include it.

The Town Board will 
be discussing the lease again at their September meeting.

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LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE TOWN OF WESTON 

AND THE VILLAGE OF WESTON 

ARTICLE 1 

Parties: 

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) made this ____ day of _____________, 

2025, by and between the Town of Weston (“Tenant”), a municipal corporation of the State of 

Wisconsin, and the Village of Weston (“Landlord”), a municipal corporation of the State of 

Wisconsin. 

ARTICLE 2 

Premises: 

Landlord, subject to the terms and conditions herein, leases to Tenant approximately 158 

square feet of office space in the Weston Public Safety Building (“Building”), located at 5209 

Mesker Street, Weston, Wisconsin 54476 (“Building Property”), and depicted as Room 102 in the 

drawing attached hereto as Exhibit 1 (“Premises”).  

In addition, Landlord agrees to permit Tenant to use the former municipal court space in 

the Building on a per diem basis for additional rent for special occasions such as public meetings, 

elections, etc. (“Additional Space”). The Additional Space is approximately 1,448 square feet and 

is depicted as Room 113 in Exhibit 1. 

In addition to the Premises and Additional Space, Tenant has a non-exclusive easement in 

common with other tenants of the Building to use the driveways, sidewalks, and parking areas on 

the Building Property and designated “common area” within the Building as identified in Exhibit 

1. 

ARTICLE 3 

Improvements: 

Tenant shall have the right to make improvements within the Premises upon prior written 

consent of the Landlord, which shall not be unreasonably withheld. All improvements shall 

conform to, and comply with, all federal, state and local laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations. 

Any such improvements shall be arranged to minimize any disruption to other tenants of the 

Building. 
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ARTICLE 4 

 

Term: 

 

 The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2026, and terminate on 

December 31, 2028. This Agreement shall automatically renew for successive terms of one year, 

unless either party provides written notice to the other party at least 180 days prior to the expiration 

of the most current term. However, if Landlord finds a renter to lease the entire Building, or enters 

into an agreement to sell the Building Property, Landlord may terminate this Agreement upon 

12060 days’ written notice to the Tenant. 

 

ARTICLE 5 

 

Use: 

 

 The Premises shall be used by Tenant as municipal office space. The Additional Space may 

be used for municipal meetings and/or elections. Upon termination of this Agreement, Tenant shall 

remove its personal property from the Building Property, and deliver the Premises and Additional 

Space peaceably in as good of condition as on the Commencement Date, regular wear and tear 

excepted. 

 

ARTICLE 6 

 

Rent: 

 

 Tenant shall pay rent to Landlord in the sum of four-thousand eight hundred and sixty-nine 

dollars ($4,869.00) for the Premises. Rent shall be paid in full by the end of July, annually. All rent 

shall be paid to Landlord at 4747 Camp Phillips Road, Weston Wisconsin 54476, or at any other 

address directed by Landlord. The Tenant agrees to pay to Landlord rent in the amount of thirty 

dollars ($30.00) on a per diem basis for use of the Additional Space. The Town Clerk shall track 

Tenant’s use of the Additional Space and inform the Landlord on a quarterly basis of each date of 

use, along with payment of the additional rent owed. 

 

ARTICLE 7 

 

CPI Adjustments: 

 

 Beginning January 1, 2026, rent for the Premises and Additional Space shall increase 

annually, by the increase, if any, in the Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) 

as issued and published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the United States Department of Labor 

(the “CPI”) measured between December of the immediately preceding year and the CPI of the 

December before that. In the event that the CPI decreases, that rental rate shall remain flat. 
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ARTICLE 8 

 

Right of Entry: 

 

 Landlord, or any its agents, shall have the right to enter the Premises to inspect or repair, 

as may be deemed necessary, for the safety, comfort, or preservation of the Building. Advance 

notice shall be provided, if possible, and Landlord shall follow whatever protocols are necessary 

to maintain proper security and confidentiality. 

 

ARTICLE 9 

 

Assigning and Subletting: 

 

 This Agreement shall not be assigned. No portion of the Premises or Additional Space may 

be sublet without Landlord’s prior written consent. 

 

ARTICLE 10 

 

Prohibited Uses: 

 

 Tenant agrees not to permit anything to be done in, or about, the Building Property which 

will, in any way, obstruct or interfere with the rights of other tenants or occupants of the Building, 

injure or annoy them. Tenant shall keep the Premises, Additional Space, and all common areas 

used by the Tenant, any of its employees, or guests in a clean and sanitary condition. 

 

ARTICLE 11 

 

Parking: 

 

 Tenant will have the non-exclusive right to use the common areas designated for parking 

on the Building Property. Landlord shall have the right to reasonably restrict Tenant employee 

parking to ensure parking spaces are available for all tenants and customers of the Building. 

 

ARTICLE 12 

 

Exterior Maintenance: 

 

 Landlord shall be responsible for all snow plowing, snow removal, and snow shoveling as 

required in the parking lot, driveways, and sidewalks, and for lawn care and landscaping of any 

grassy areas adjacent to the Building. 
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ARTICLE 13 

 

Routine Maintenance: 

 

 Tenant agrees to keep the interior portion of the Premises and Additional Space in good 

repair and maintenance at all times. This includes, but is not limited to, the interior portion of the 

walls and any electrical, HVAC, mechanical, and plumbing systems located within the Premises 

and Additional Space which exclusively serve the Premises, and Additional Space from the point 

which such systems enter the Premises and Additional Space. Tenant shall be responsible for all 

routine repair, maintenance, cleaning and the replacement of doors, windows, floor coverings, wall 

coverings, ceilings, and lighting fixtures within the Premises and Additional Space. Any damage 

to the common areas resulting from Tenant’s use of the Building or the Building Property shall be 

repaired and restored by Tenant at its expense. 

 

The Landlord agrees that the Tenant shall not be held responsible for any damage to the 

Additional Space or common areas caused by a third party, including but not limited to other 

tenants in the building, contractors, or other individuals not under the control of the Tenant. 

 

Prior to the commencement of the Lease Term, the Tenant should report damage or items 

not in good repair and maintenance. The report will be attached to this Lease as an addendum. 

 

ARTICLE 14 

 

Housekeeping: 

 

 Tenant shall pay for all housekeeping and janitorial services necessary to maintain the 

Premises, Additional Space (when in use by the Tenant), and all common areas used by Tenant’s 

employees or guests in a clean and professional manner. 

 

ARTICLE 15 

 

Non-Routine Maintenance: 

 

 Landlord shall be responsible for all non-routine maintenance of the Building. The term 

“non-routine maintenance” means the repair and/or replacement of any building components 

costing in excess of $3,000.00 per line item. The building components are any portions of the 

building, such as the roof, heating, ventilating and air conditioning system, the plumbing system, 

the electrical system, or any structural component of the Building, the cost of which would be 

capitalized under generally accepted accounting principles. Tenant shall submit an estimate of the 

costs of such non-routine maintenance to Landlord for approval prior to authorizing any such 

repair and/or replacement work. 
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ARTICLE 16 

 

Utilities: 

 

 Landlord shall be responsible for all utility fees attributable to the Building including the 

cost of water, sewage, electricity, and fuel used for heating, ventilating, or cooling the Building. 

Landlord shall furnish one Microsoft 365 subscription annually, including one email address and 

Office Suite, and software support. Tenant shall pay for all telephone costs, data services, internet 

costs, and all other technology expenses that may be incurred in the operations of the Tenant. 

Tenant is not required, but able to participate in any cooperative agreements organized by the 

Landlord for communication and technology services. 

 

ARTICLE 17 

 

Insurance: 

 

 LIABILITY INSURANCE – Tenant shall, at its own sole cost and expense, and for the 

mutual benefit of Landlord and Tenant, carry and maintain comprehensive public liability 

insurance, including property damage insuring Tenant and Landlord as an “additional insured” 

against liability for injury to person or property occurring in, or about, the Building Property 

arising out of its ownership, maintenance, use, or occupancy thereof. The limits of liability under 

said policy shall not be less than the maximum statutory amounts that can be awarded against a 

Wisconsin Municipality. Tenant agrees to furnish evidence of such insurance to Landlord upon 

demand. 

 

 PROPERTY INSURANCE – Landlord shall, at its own sole cost and expense, provide for 

property insurance on the Building in an amount not less than the full insurable replacement cost 

of the Building, insuring against loss or damage by fire and such other risks as are covered by the 

current ISO Special Form policy. Landlord, at its option, may obtain such additional coverages 

and/or endorsements as it deems appropriate or necessary including, without limitation, insurance 

covering foundation, grading, excavation and debris removal costs, earthquake insurance, flood 

insurance, and other coverages and/or endorsements. 

 

 SUBROGATION CLAIMS – Landlord and Tenant shall waive all claims for recovery 

against each other for any loss or damage (whether or not such loss of damage is caused by the 

negligence of the other party and, notwithstanding, any provision(s) in the Agreement to the 

contrary) to any person or property coverable under any property insurance required to be carried 

hereunder or by any property insurance actually carried by the respective party. This waiver is not 

limited to the amount of insurance actually carried, or to the actual proceeds received after a loss. 

Each party shall have its insurance company, which issues its property coverage, waive any rights 

of subrogation against any of the other parties to this Agreement, and any other tenants of the 

Building, and shall have the insurance company include an endorsement acknowledging this 

waiver, if necessary. 
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ARTICLE 18 

 

Signage: 

 

 Tenant agrees that it will not place any signs on the exterior of the Building or on the 

Building Property without the written consent of Landlord, which consent shall not be 

unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed. 

 

ARTICLE 19 

 

Indemnification: 

 

 Tenant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Landlord from all losses, damages, 

liabilities, and expenses which may arise out of Tenant’s use of the Building Property.  Nothing 

contained herein is intended to be a waiver or estoppel of the parties or their insurer to rely upon 

the limitations, defenses, and immunities contained within Wisconsin law, including those 

contained within Wisconsin Statues §§ 893.80, 895.52, and 345.05. To the extent that 

indemnification is available and enforceable, the parties or their insurers shall not be liable in 

indemnity or contribution for an amount greater than the limits of liability for municipal claims 

established by Wisconsin law. 

 

ARTICLE 20 

 

Right to Cure: 

 

 In the event of a default by any party to the Agreement, the non-defaulting party shall give 

the defaulting party written notice of the default and a 30-day right to cure such default and, during 

the cure period, the defaulting party will take no action to enforce its claim arising from such 

default. 

 

ARTICLE 21 

 

Notices: 

 

 Any notices hereunder shall be given to the parties as follows:

In the event such address is no longer effective and no other address for notice has been given, 

notice shall be sent to the party’s last known address. Notice shall be in writing and mailed via 

certified mail, return receipt requested. 
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ARTICLE 22 

 

Building Rules: 

 

 Landlord may create, alter, or delete Building Property rules and regulations that it 

determines necessary to better serve the tenants of the Building. The rules and regulations shall be 

enforced in a non-discriminatory manner by Landlord and shall not unreasonably interfere with 

the tenant’s use of the Premises, Additional Space, or the common areas.

Question: Would the Village like to continue consideration of 
implementing a Fire Fee? 

Background 

At the August 25, 2025, Budget Workshop meeting, questions were asked regarding the possible 
implementation of an annual fire fee. Please see an excerpt from the minutes below. 

Maloney clarified that the reason for the Fire Fee is because of the need for more 
personnel (nine new firefighters). Trautman added that there was discussion about adding 
additional nine firefighters gradually. The SAFER grant does not allow one person to be 
added at a time. That is the reason why the request has been made for nine additional 
people all at once. Maloney said that an additional nine firefighters would add three 
firefighters to each shift, and without this additional cost the budget is balanced, we do not 
have a deficit. … Jordan asked about the imbalance of firefighters, and when or how did 
this happen. Maloney stated that the EMS calls have increased in recent years, and the 
volunteers are not volunteering anymore. Gebert shared that Marathon is a MABAS 
county, which means we all help each other’s municipalities.  

Chief Finke attended and further explained staffing and mutual aid assistance at the September 
9, 2025, Budget Workshop meeting.  

In addition, at the September 9th meeting the information that staff had to date through 
corresponding with the Wisconsin Department of Revenue on the three questions outlined below 
was shared. New information since the September 9th Budget Workshop meeting is highlighted. 

1. Can we do a portion of the fire fee and supplement with levy?
• There are no examples of a community implementing a partial fire fee.

Communities that have converted to a special charge did so because of levy limit
constraints and the allowable levy not keeping pace with anticipated cost increases
– this is also true for the Village and why we are discussing the fire fee.

2. Can we have an annual limit?
• A cap on the fire fee could create the same problem as an allowable levy increase

not keeping up with the pace of expenditures/inflation. If a cap is placed on the fire
charge, and the Village has the cap on the allowable levy increase due to levy
limits, would an agreement need to be put into place with the SAFER Board of
Directors regarding a limit to expenditure increases? As a side note, something
similar is in place with the Mountain Bay Metro Police Department. The shared
department agreement states future increases to the operating budget shall be
limited to a maximum of three percent (3%) annually.

3. What is our final levy reduction? 

• The Department of Revenue has confirmed the levy reduction would be 
$121,181. 

  
The BOT did vote to send the draft Fire Fee ordinance to the Municipal Attorney for review. The 
draft ordinance, previously provided and attached, was sent to Attorney Yde for consideration on 
September 10th. Staff will share any follow-up available from the Attorney at the September 15th 
committee and BOT meetings. Discussion can certainly continue at the September Regular Board 
Meeting, along with the Finance and Human Resources Committee, regarding the potential of the 
fee. Providing the draft ordinance to the Attorney initiates the preparation process, but formal 
action by the Board of Trustees would still be required to approve and implement the fee. 
 
Trustee Ermeling also requested a discussion be added to the agenda when the reviewed 
ordinance returns on alternative funding options, outside of fire fee or fund balance, and if fund 
balance was used in 2026, how the Village could overcome that loss in the future. To date, we 
have not heard if we received the Safer Grant yet.

ORDINANCE NO. 25 – 

AN ORDINANCE CREATING ARTICLE IV OF CHAPTER 34 FIRE PREVENTION AND 
PROTECTION OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE FOR THE VILLAGE OF WESTON, MARATHON 

COUNTY, WISCONSIN TO IMPLEMENT A FEE FOR VILLAGE FIRE PROTECTION 
SERVICES 

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Weston, in the State 
of Wisconsin, as follows: 

SECTION 1: ADOPTING “Article IV, Chapter 34 Fire Prevention and Protection” of the Village of 
Weston Municipal Code is hereby amended as follows: 

ADOPTION 

WHEREAS, villages with a population of 5,500 or more shall provide fire services, 
pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes §61.65(2)(a); and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Weston contracts for Fire/EMS services through the South Area 
Fire & Emergency Response (SAFER) District and the cost to provide quality and timely service 
continue to substantially increase; and  

WHEREAS, Wisconsin Statutes §61.34(1) and 62.11(5) grants city and village governing 
bodies broad authority to, among other things, manage and control municipal property, finances, 
‘and the public service,’ and to act for the government and good order of the [municipality], for its 
commercial benefit and for the health safety, welfare and convenience of the public; and  

WHEREAS, Wisconsin Statutes §66.0627(2), authorizes municipalities to impose special 
charges against real property for current services provided to it, which the Village believes include 
fire services; and 

WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Department of Revenue has recognized that municipalities 
may impose fire fees and discussed how such fees would be addressed for levy limit purposes 
under Wisconsin Statutes §66.0602(2m)(b); and 

WHEREAS, the Village Board reviewed funding options for fire-EMS services and finds 
that it is in the best interest of Village of Weston residents to create a written fee schedule to 
include residential, commercial, and institutional properties with a fee based upon the square 
footage of the property, number of outbuildings on a property, and flat rate for vacant parcels; and 

WHEREAS, the Village Board concluded basing the fee schedule off square footage 
apportions the cost appropriately in relation to the property that the fire service protects, ensuing 
an equitable distribution of fire protection service fees; and 

WHEREAS, if a municipality adopts a new fire fee that municipality must reduce its levy 
limit in the current year by the amount of the new fee; and 



 

WHEREAS, the Village Board of the Village of Weston finds that it is in the best interest 
of Village to implement a written fee schedule to charge property owners a fee for the cost of fire 
protection.   
  

The Village Board for the Village of Weston, Marathon County, Wisconsin, DOES 
HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 
  
Chapter 34 of the Village of Weston Municipal Code entitled “Fire Prevention and Protection,” 
Article IV entitled “Village Fire Protection Fees” is hereby created as follows: 
  
Sec. 34.400: Purpose 

1. Adequate and sustainable funding is essential for life-safety related services. A fire 
protection fee apportioned to all properties provides a sustainable source of funds for the 
provision of fire services to all properties within the Village of Weston. 

2. In creating this chapter, the village is acting pursuant to authority granted by Chapters 61 
and 66 of the Wisconsin Statutes, including but not limited to Wis. Stats. §§ 66.0301 and 
66.0627. 

Sec. 34.401: Definitions 
The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this Article, shall have the meanings 
ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning: 

"Department" means the South Area Fire & Emergency Response (SAFER). 
  
"Fee" means the amount charged to each parcel.  
  
“Real Property” means the land and structures, including outbuildings, located on a tax key parcel. 
  
"Services" means the fire protection services provided to the Village by the Department pursuant 
to the Intergovernmental Agreement. 
  
"Village" means the Village of Weston, located within Marathon County, Wisconsin. 
  
"Village Board" means the governing body of the Village of Weston. 
  
Sec. 34.402: Authority 
This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes Section 60.55, 66.0301, and 66.0627 
and other applicable laws for the purpose of providing the funding for the services within the 
Village. 
  
Sec. 34.403: Geographic Application. 
 This ordinance applies to all real property located within the Village. 
  
Sec. 34.404: Annual Fee. 
There is hereby imposed upon every property described in section 34.403 above an annual fee for 
the provision of fire service to such real property. Such fees shall be annually established by the 
Village by means of adoption of a fee schedule by resolution of the Village Board. 
The fee charged shall be sufficient in the amount to allow the Village to pay in its entirety the 
amount of the Village's contract for the receipt of fire services. With respect to the annual fees, 
the following shall apply: 



 

a. Annual fees shall be based on square footage of the primary property of every 
parcel, with a flat fee for outbuildings on a parcel, and a flat fee for vacant land 
parcels. 

2. Fire protection fees shall be included on the annual property tax bills as a special charge 
in accordance with Wis. Stats. § 74.01. Payments shall be paid in full by January 31 and 
any unpaid fee shall be considered delinquent and subject to interest and penalties. A 
delinquent special charge becomes a lien on the property against which it is imposed as 
of the date of delinquency. The delinquent special charge shall be included in the current 
or next tax roll for collection and settlement. All special charges that become delinquent 
shall be paid, together with interest and penalties, to the county treasurer in accordance 
with Wis. Stats. § 74.11(11). 

3. The Village may collect delinquent special charges in any other manner provided for by 
law. 

 Sec. 34.405: Appeals 
1. Any person aggrieved by the determination of the fee applicable to the real property of 

such person or entity or as to the amount of the special charge associated therewith may 
file a written appeal to the Village Clerk. The written appeal shall specify the grounds for 
the challenge to the amount of the fee and shall state the amount of fee that the appellant 
considers to be appropriate. 

2. Such petition shall be made in writing and be filed with the Village Clerk within 30 days of 
the receipt of the bill. 

3. The appeal must specify the basis for the appeal and may include dwelling unit 
documentation or building square footage documentation for any residential or non-
residential fee determination. 

4. The Village Administrator shall review the petition and make a determination if there is an 
error in building square footage documentation, and decision or determination made 
pertaining to the calculation of the fee. Once a determination has been made on a 
calculation, no additional request may be filed for the same developed property unless 
there has been a significant material change from the prior determination. The decision of 
the Village Administrator shall be provided in writing to the applicant. A property owner 
may appeal the decision of the Village Administrator to the Community Life and Public 
Safety committee for a recommendation to the Village Board. The appeal must be filed in 
writing to the Village Clerk within 60 calendar days from the date the decision of the Village 
Administrator was mailed to the property owner. 

5. The Village Board, upon review and recommendation of the Community Life and Public 
Safety committee, shall hear and decide appeals made on the basis other than an alleged 
error in the determination of building square footage fee determination. The board shall 
determine whether the fee assigned is fair and reasonable in accordance with the terms 
of this ordinance and, in the event the appeal is granted, whether or not a refund is due to 
the appellant and the amount of the refund. The board shall conduct a hearing and provide 
notice to the appellant at least five business days prior to the hearing. The applicant shall 
be afforded the opportunity to be heard and to present evidence in support of their appeal. 
The Village Administrator shall provide evidence in support of how the original assessment 
was made. The Board shall render a written decision based upon the evidence presented. 

  
 



 

Sec. 34.406: Severability 
If any section or portion thereof shall be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, 
unlawful or unenforceable, such decision shall apply only to the specific section or portion thereof 
directly specified in the decision and shall not affect the validity of any other provisions, sections 
or portions thereof of the ordinance. The remainder of the ordinance shall remain in full force and 
effect.  
 
SECTION 2: REPEALER CLAUSE. All ordinance or resolutions or parts thereof, which are in 
conflict herewith, are hereby repealed. 
 
SECTION 3: SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. Should any part or provision of this Ordinance be 
declared by the courts to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity 
of the Ordinances a whole or any part thereof other than the part so declared to be unconstitutional 
or invalid. 
 
SECTION 4: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its 
date of passage and publication as required by law.

This agreement with Marathon County Solid Waste Department (MCSWD) offers the Village a lower solid 
waste tipping rate than what municipalities not under this contract would be subject to.  Currently, those not 
under an agreement with MCSWD are subject to a tipping fee of $62.00 per ton, where the Village of Weston 
will only be subject to $39.50. per ton (prices going forward into 2027 will be adjusted based on CPI 
increases). 
 
Part of this agreement with MCSWD is that all solid waste collected from residential properties in the Village 
& Town, through its contracted hauler, will only be taken to MCSWD, and no other landfill.

VILLAGE OF WESTON VISION AND DIRECTIONS VOLUME UPDATE 

Consultant Services 

This scope of services will result in a complete update of Volume 2—Vision and Directions of 
the Village’s Comprehensive Plan.  Community participation will include efforts to help facilitate 
public engagement, (re)establish the Village’s future vision, advise and review draft directions 
for the Plan volume, and review draft Plan volume materials.  

Task 1: Manage the Planning Process 

The Consultant will: 

 Prepare a Public Participation Plan in compliance with statutory requirements for 
adoption by the Village Board.   

 Assist Village staff with efforts to encourage participation in the planning process, meet 
statutory requirements (e.g., public hearing notice, distribution), and address particular 
challenges as they may emerge during the Plan volume update process.   

 Engage in up to four work sessions with Village staff (two anticipated to be in-person), 
with the first intended to re-evaluate policies, goals, and objectives from the current 
Vision and Directions volume and chart the course for the update.  

 Complete occasional “firefighting” assignments to address unforeseen issues.

Background
The Weston Ave (CR-X to Ryan St and Cross-Country Utilities East of Progress Way), 
“West Phase” Reconstruction Project was awarded to Integrity Grading & Excavating, 
Inc. with a bid of $6,419,552.06 in April 2024. 

Change Order 1 was previously approved in October of 2024 to remove the multi-use 
path which resulted in a contract decrease of $301,156.03.  Change Order #2 was 
approved in April 2025 for an increase of $49,783.65 mainly related to the cross-country 
utility route work, which brought the new contract amount to $6,168,179.68.  This was 
still $251,372.38 below the original contract amount. 

Change Order #3 was approved in August 2025 to approve a change in water service 
sizes as well as over excavation of material which was an estimated increase of 
$53,018.53 making the total contract price $6,221,198.21, which is still less than the 
original contract price of $6,419,552.06. 

Change Order #4 now as presented is a request from Integrity Grading and Excavating 
to move the Substantial Completion Date and Final Payment dates from October 15, 
2025 and November 1, 2025 to November 14, 2025 and December 1, 2025, 
respectively. 

This ask is due to the amount of rock that is being encountered while installing the 
underground utilities, primarily sanitary sewer.  The rock has been intermittent 
throughout the sanitary sewer installation with no well defined rock profile.  Where rock 
has been present and the contractor has tried to work through it, they are getting about 
10% of the pipe installed as compared to areas without any rock.  The change order as 
presented provides an additional month for the work to be completed and does not 
change the contract price for the construction of the project.   

Soil borings were completed along the corridor for the design and those boring logs did 
not encounter the rock that is being found during construction.  Thus, it is staffs opinion 
this is truly a differing site condition and the contractor would be due a time extension 
per the construction contract.

Background
The Schofield Ave (Normandy St to Birch St), Design and Construction Representative 
contract was awarded to Clark Dietz for a sum of $545,300.  This was broken up into 
$370,300 for design and $175,000 for construction services. 

Attached is the services amendment from Clark Dietz.  

For design, the initial project scope was primarily a pavement replacement project with 
new signal lights and some minor utility replacements, the thought was the majority of 
the curb and gutter and sidewalk would stay.  As we dove further into the design, it was 
evident that trying to save portions of the curb and gutter was going to be a challenge 
as most of the sections were at a point of needing replacement.  With changing out the 
curb and gutter, the alignment and elevation of the roadway was then modified to 
ensure proper drainage was being achieved as we were no longer held to the existing 
curb and gutter grades.  Also, by going to an asphalt pavement system instead of 
concrete, there wasn’t a good way to save the interior concrete curb as it was poured 
into the existing concrete pavement, thus the median curb needed to be redesigned as 
well.   

This work then also tied into the existing driveway aprons and sidewalk grades which 
required additional survey and design work.  There were then some additional utility 
designs at a smaller scale with valve and hydrant replacements as well as the 
watermain replacement on Alderson St through the Schofield Ave intersection which 
was found to still be original and never replaced as the prior Alderson St projects 
replaced watermain up to Schofield Ave, but not through.  Overall, the design scope 
greatly changed from being a pavement replacement to more of a full reconstruct which 
justifies the additional design costs associated with the project. 

In looking at the overall cost of construction compared to the engineering proposal, the 
total engineering fee is just under 11.5% of the total construction cost.  I generally use 
about 12% as the check so overall the costs appear to be in line with what would be 
reasonably expected.  Additionally, in looking back at original proposals, Clark Dietz 
was substantially lower than the other firms, (who both were in the $720,000 range) so it 
did appear that their original proposal was more geared towards the simpler project and 
the other firms may have been anticipating more of the reconstruction project.

 SERVICES BY CLARK DIETZ 

A. Amendment Description  

 

The Amendment includes additional design services related to increases in the project design scope.   

The original project scope was based on services outlined in the project’s proposal.  The project 

was described and scoped as a pavement replacement project, with spot curb & gutter and sidewalk 

replacement along the majority of the project route. Some underground utilities’ replacement and 

rehabilitation was also included.   This portion of the project design changed significantly. 

 

Intersection geometric and signal improvements at three locations; and new pedestrian crossings 

were included in the original scope.  This portion of the original scope was not significantly 

changed but did include extensions at some side streets and at the eastern limit (Aldi’s); and 

pedestrian crossing changes.  

B. Design Scope Amendment 

The final project scope includes the following design changes under this amendment:  

 

1. Design roadway corridor, replacing all curb and gutter, including median curb & gutter. 

a. Generate profiles and cross-sections along the corridor 

1) Hold the median and exterior curb line roughly the same as existing 

(a) Adjust cross-section slope and gutter slope to mitigate areas with slopes below the 

recommended design standards. 

2) Minimize grade impacts to the interior of the medians 

3) Modify cross-section slopes while minimizing impacts to adjacent properties 

(including driveways). 

4) Review driveway grades and mitigate as necessary. 

5) Pavement markings for adjusted lane widths. 

6) Additional traffic facility and island modifications noted in design development 

meetings. 

 

2. Protect median vegetation, lighting and other features as noted by the Village.

Background
The Schofield Ave (Normandy St to Birch St), Design and Construction Representative 
contract was awarded to Clark Dietz for a sum of $545,300.  This was broken up into 
$370,300 for design and $175,000 for construction services. 

Attached is the services amendment from Clark Dietz.  

The construction observation scope of work was impacted from the scope of the project 
changing as well.  The proposals as written by the Village (me), stated to base your 
construction related services costs on a 22-week construction schedule with then 1,320 
hours of onsite inspection.  That was done so all firms proposing on the project were 
using the same assumptions for duration of the project.  As this project grew, the 
contractors schedule grew to more of a 30 week schedule and with the amount of work 
occurring, two inspectors were required to be onsite instead of just one person at times. 

Overall, this project is moving well and there has been fairly minimal complaints about it 
which I believe is due to the teamwork of the contract and onsite inspectors addressing 
issues before they become an issue and ensuring productivity on the project can 
continue.  The additional hours are estimated based on the current contractors 
schedule, but actual costs will be based on actual work performed so it could be less.  

Also, if I compare this project to the current phase of the Weston Ave (CR-X to CR-J) 
project, both projects are about $6.1 Million in total cost and the engineering contract we 
have with AECOM is over $500,000 whereas the contract with Clark Dietz is at 
$175,000 for construction related services.  There is more utility work on Weston Ave, 
but there is more coordination with curb and gutter and sidewalk on Schofield Ave as 
well as traffic control.  Thus, each project has it’s own challenges, but to put the costs 
into perspective, the ask from Clark Dietz appears to be justified.

Project Description 
 
Becher Hoppe and the design team have been working with the Village of Weston and the City of Schofield on the 
preliminary design associated with Round A Bouts (RABs) at the intersections of Ross Avenue/Metro Drive and Ross 
Avenue/Alderson Street.  As the footprint of the RABs has been defined our team has identified where additional 
survey efforts were needed outside of the Right of Way.  Our team has also identified that there will be impacts on 
27 private properties along the corridor.  As a result of these impacts the project will require, a Transportation Project 
Plat, and Real Estate services to meet the funding requirements.   
 
Scope of Services 
 
Transportation Project Plat 
Prepare Transportation Project Plat (TPP) per WisDOT FDM 12-10-1, assuming total 8 sheets (4 for each 
municipality) will be required along Ross Ave from Metro Drive to Alderson St. The design has identified property 
interests from 14 properties within the Village of Weston and 13 properties in the City of Schofield that will need to 
be acquired in the form of Fee and Temporary Limited Easements (TLE). Staking one round of the proposed 
acquisitions is included to assist with the Real Estate and property owner coordination.  Up to 4 utility exhibit sheets 
will also be provided in areas where existing utilities may be in place on private property being acquired.  No revisions 
to the TPP or design as a result of negotiations are included in this scope.  Additional revisions will be billed as time 
and material at current rates, as requested by the municipalities.  The fees represented below are for the properties 
within the Village of Weston’s limits.  See Attachment 1 for the estimated cost breakdown. 
 
Real Estate Services 
Real estate right-of-way acquisition is necessary for the improvement project along Ross Avenue.   
 
A combination of Fee acquisitions and Temporary Limited Easements are needed at the RABs and along the route 
between the intersections.  Based on the acquisition sizes, estimated contributory value of the items within the 
acquisitions and land values, it is anticipated that all acquisitions could be started under the NPPR process (non-
complex type of impacts and compensation under the $25,000 threshold).   No relocations are needed for this project.  
 
Real Estate deliverables include real estate consulting for plat development, providing one project sales study, 
providing a Nominal Payment Parcel Report (NPPR) for each municipality, providing coordination services with the 
WisDOT Real Estate Coordinator, and providing negotiation services for 27 parcels (9 of which are considered 
complex and 18 considered simple). Detailed negotiation services include attendance at Public Information Meetings, 
individual property owner meetings, title work review, WisDOT READS parcel data entry and document creation, 
negotiation diary maintenance, all property owner correspondence, initial offer/revised offer municipality coordination 
and approval, document management, conveyance document recording, WisDOT real estate LPA coordination, 
municipality coordination and LPA Real Estate R/W Certification completion.   
 



  

There are no initial appraisals planned; however, this will be an as-needed item (if property owners request an 
appraisal, if there title or partial release of mortgage issues or if needed to meet the project PS&E).  Likewise, 
appraisal review services will also be an as-needed item in the event appraisals are requested or needed.  
 
Of the 27 plat parcels, 13 are in Schofield (4 complex, 9 simple) and 14 are in Weston (5 complex, 9 simple).  Parcels 
located at the intersection/future RABS are considered complex.  Non-intersection/RAB parcels are considered 
simple. The fees represented below are for the properties that fall within the Village of Weston’s limits.  See 
Attachment 2 for the estimated cost breakdown. 
 
Historical and Archaeological Survey 
It was initially anticipated that real estate impacts for this project would be under 0.5 acres requiring Section 106 
Arch/Historic Screening. Now that our team has identified the potential real estate impacts, we have identified that 
our acquisitions will be over 0.5 acres.  The increased level of impact triggers a higher level of Historical and 
Archaeological review do to the funding source.  We will be utilizing a UW Milwaukee as a subconsultant for this work 
and their scope of services can be found in Attachment 3.

Question: Does the Village Board recommend restricting left 
turn movements at the CR-X/Camp Phillips Rd and E 
Jelinek Ave intersection? 

Background
During the design process for the E Jelinek Ave reconstruction project it was discussed if there 
was a need to change the signage at the intersection of CR-X/Camp Phillips Rd and E Jelinek 
Ave.  The Public Works Committee had made a recommendation to sign the E Jelinek and CR-
X/Camp Phillips intersection as a right in/right out intersection.   

As we were in the process of getting 
signage up for this intersection there was 
further discussion at the Village Board about 
restricting turn movements off of CR-X onto 
E Jelinek as well. 

The purpose of restricting left turns in 
general is to reduce the likelihood of severe 
crashes at the intersection due to cars 
crossing two lanes of traffic.  Also, E Jelinek 
Ave has historically been used as a “cut-
through” street for people who are driving 
to/from STH 29 and Schofield Ave further to 
the east.  Restricting that left turn movement 
would reduce the likelihood of people 
wanting to utilize E Jelinek as a cut-through.  
However, if E Jelinek is limited, motorists 
are then more likely to utilize the other side 
streets in the neighborhood such as Randy 

Jay, Rodney and/or Kirk St to get to Douglas Ave or eventually Barbican Ave to turn onto Camp 
Phillips Rd/CR-X.   

Staff asked the Police Department to provide crash data at the E Jelinek and Camp Phillips/CR-
X intersection and the number of crashes is shown below: 

- 2024 = 2 crashes 
- 2023 = 1 crash (1 was a left turn onto Camp Phillips) 
- 2022 = 4 crashes (1 was a left turn onto Camp Phillips) 
- 2021 = 2 crashes (1 was a left turn onto Camp Phillips) 
- 2020 = 2 crashes 

Over the past 5 years there have been 11 crashes or 2.2 per year on average.  The data 
received did not indicate the type of crash or severity.  It did indicate if a turning movement was 
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the cause or if it was some other factor such as weather.  Overall, 3 of the 11 crashes were from 
a car turning left onto Camp Phillips.   

Staff did discuss this item with the Community Life and Public Safety Committee at their 
9/2/2025 meeting.  The result from that meeting was an endorsement to leave the intersection 
as it was without any turn movement restrictions. 

The Public Works Committee discussed at their 9/8/2025 meeting and also endorsed leaving 
the intersection as is based on the crash data and other factors.

This item has been discussed with Public Works throughout 2025 regarding adding 
additional street/path lights to Weston Ave between Alderson St and Birch St.  The 
Village of Rothschild revisited the option of installing lights on the current WPS poles 
and Rothschild did take action in July to approve having two lights installed roughly 
650-ft apart to provide some lighting along the path.  Below are some excerpts from 
Tim Vergara, Rothschild Administrator of Public Works. 

The Rothschild Board approved the concept of the two lights in blue and option 2) 
above with 3) being an alternate. 
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This is likely the least expensive option and essentially adds one additional street light 
to the Village of Weston’s monthly bill.

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR JOINT RIGHT OF WAY LIGHITNG ON WESTON 
AVENU FROM BUIRCH STREET  TO ALDERSOIN STREET 

BETWEEN THE VILLAGES OF ROTHSCHILD AND WESTON  
MARATHON COUNTY, WI  

 

THIS AGREEMENT dated this _______day of _____ 2025, is by and between the VILLAGE OF 
ROTHSCHILD, a Wisconsin municipal corporation of Marathon County, Wisconsin (herein 
"ROTHSCHILD"), the VILLAGE OF WESTON, a Wisconsin municipal corporation of Marathon 
County, Wisconsin (herein "WESTON") collectively referred to herein as “the MUNICIPALITIES” or 
singularly “the MUNICIPALITY”. 

Recitals 

WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITIES enter into this Agreement pursuant to the authority of Wis. Stat. 
§66.0301; 

WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITIES reconstructed Weston Avenue along with a new multiuse 
connector pedestrian trail, located on the south side, as part of joint reconstruction project as the 
avenue lies within each jurisdictional boundaries equally excluding the intersections; and 

WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITIES recognize that the new roadway, and now combined with a 
multiuse pedestrian trail, should be lighted as to make pedestrian safety paramount along this 
avenue from Birch Street to Alderson Street; and  
 
WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITIES recognize the aspects of dark sky friendly lighting and will keep 
lighting needs minimized to avoid significant light pollution in this area; and  
 
WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITIES recognize all Wisconsin Public Service Poles are located on 
the south side of the right of way located in the jurisdictional boundary of WESTON; and  
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 66.0301 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the parties hereto have 
agreed to an intergovernmental contract for the purpose of jointly participating in the right of way 
lighting needs, costs and expenses associated with the project and providing for a mechanism for 
billing and payment of project costs. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, upon the foregoing premise and in consideration of the mutual covenants 
hereinafter set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of 
which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby mutually agree as follows: 
 

1. WESTON and ROTHSCHILD agree upon the proposed placement, type, and height of 
lighting by WPS as shown in ATTACHMENT A to the is document.  
 

2. WESTON and ROTHSCHILD agree to an equal split of the installation costs and separate 
lighting application processes to WPS for the requested lighting needs. 
  

3. WESTON grants to ROTHSCHILD the ability to apply for, place lights, and be fully fiscally 
responsible per WPS contract, on the south side of the Weston Avenue right of way, 
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otherwise located in WESTON, from Alderson Street easterly to the approximate halfway 
point to Birch Street as shown in ATTACHMENT A to this document.  
 

4. Agreements and costs to WPS shall be independent to each community.  
 

5. Contracts shall be completed with the MUNICIPALITIES and WPS within 60 days of this 
agreement.  
 

6. The MUNICIPALITIES mutually acknowledge that no boundary changes or right of way 
changes will be made. 
 

7. This agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties and shall not be 
amended, changed, or modified except by written agreement signed by each of the parties 
hereto. 
 

8. Each party warrants and represents to each other that the execution of this Agreement by 
their respective officers or agents has been duly authorized and that this Agreement, when 
fully executed, constitutes a valid, binding and legally enforceable obligation upon the 
parties.
